No. F. 13-1-86- VII - 5 .-In exercise of the powers conferred by proviso to Article 309 of the Constitution
of India the Governor of Madhya Pradesh hereby makes the following rules for regulating the method and field of
recruitment of Class IV services on the establishment of Government Printing and Stationery Department,
Madhya Pradesh, namely:—

1. Short  title.— These rules may be called the Madhya Pradesh Government Printing and Stationery Class
IV Service Recruitment Rules, 1987.

2. Definitions.—In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires,-

(1) “Member of Scheduled Caste” means a member of any caste, race or tribal or part of or group
within a caste, race or tribal specified as Scheduled Caste with respect to the State of Madhya
Pradesh under Article 341 of the Constitution of India;

(2) “Member of Scheduled Tribe” means a member of any tribal community or part of or group
within a tribe or tribal community specified as such with respect to the State of Madhya Pradesh
under Article 342 of the Constitution of India;

(3) “ Schedule” means the Schedule appended to these rules.

3. Application.— These rules shall apply to every member of the service in respect of the posts specified in
column (2) of the Schedule.

4. Number of posts Classification and Scale of pay.— The number of posts their classification, scales of
pay attached thereto, the method of recruitment to the posts, age limit and other conditions of service relating to
the said posts shall be as specified in the Schedule. The posts mentioned in the Schedule will be filled in by
promtion/appointment on unit level. “Unit Level” means that if more than one office is located at any particular
place, it shall be treated as one single unit. For example three different offices viz. office of the Controller,
Government Printing and Stationery, Government Central Press and Stationery and Publication Depot arc located
at Bhopal, hence these offices shall constitute one unit

5. Saving.—Nothing in these rules shall affect reservation and other concessions required to be provided for
the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes, compassionate appointment and handicapped persons and a member
of the family of Government servant who has died in harness in accordance with the orders issued by the State
Government from time to lime in this regard.
