5. To encourage and provide financial assistance to the non- government cultural
organizations.

6. Promotion, strengthening and expansion of Music and Fine Arts and to establish
its colleges.
Preservation of historical documents and manuscripts and research work.

8. Survey, identification, documentation, procurement, collection, protection,
exhibition, excavation, conservation of heritage and treasure trove spread across
the State.

9. Protection of Historical Monuments and development of Museums.

10. Registration of private collection of archaeological remains.

11. Artistic exhibition of materials of archaeological importance in the museums.
Production of replicas. Exhibitions, Publication and research seminars on

archaeological subjects.

12. Writing, publication and re-printing of state/district Gazetteers.

13. Organizing and conducting of lectures, symposiums and various programmes/
activities related to the Art, literature and culture.

14, Protection, conservation, promotion, exhibition, training and development of
tribal and folk art, literature and culture.

15. Study, documentation, collection, exhibition, symposiums on various dimensions
of freedom movement and freedom struggle — Swaraj; Collection and publication
of authentic books/manuscripts; conduct, promote, propagate the high level
activities on these struggles.
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16. Collection production and publication of films, paintings, new-papers,
documents, books and literature, momentoes centered on freedom struggle in
India as well all over the world.

17.  To conduct seminars, lectures, symposiums and cultural programmes on freedom
fighters/ movement.

18. Awarding selected artists, writers, scholars, archaeologists and related
institutions.

19.  Awards on the subjects related to freedom struggle - Swaraj.

20. To conduct centenaries and birth anniversaries programmes dedicated to freedom
fighters/heroes and their sacrifices; to sanction grants for these purposes to
voluntary organisations.

21. Drama Schools; study, training, development of stage performance art.

22. Establishment, Operation and Coordination of Film City, Film making, training,
promotion, development and all related subjects.

23. Preservation and conservation of pilgrimages, fairs and cultural conventions.
24. Pension and financial assistance to artists and writers in financial paucity.
25. Fellowship for research work in the feild of literature, arts and freedom struggle/

movement,

26. To grant permission for the installation of statues of eminent personalities, at
public places.

27. Erection and installation of memorials and pillars in memory of freedom fighters
and martyrs

28. All matters. relating to the services with which the Department is concerned
(other than matters allotted to the Finance Department and the General
Administration Department), e.g. appointments, postings, transfers, salary, leave,
pension, promotions, General Provident Fund, deputation, punishment and

memorials.
