Explanation—-3. “Defence services” personnel shall mean defence service personnel receiving foreign liquor
throgh the Defence Canteen Organisation and the personnel of the Border Security Force and the personnel of the
Indo-Tibetian Border Police and personne! of the Central Industrial Security Force, receiving foreign liquor through

the respective authorised wholesale military canteens.

7. This notification shall come into force, from lst April, 2015.
