1.0 TITLE : These rules may be called as "Madhya Pradesh
Government Autonomous/Government Medical and Dental
Undergraduate admission rules 2015".

2.0 DEFINITIONS: In these rules, until the context otherwise

indicates.
2.1  "Board" means the Central Board of Secondary Examination.
2.2 "College" means Government Autonomous Medical/ Dental
College under the State Government. @
2.3 "Entrance Examination 2015 " means the Entrance

Examination conducted by Central Board of Secondary
Examination (CBSE) AIPMT 2015.

2.4 "Eligibility" Examination means the examination passed by a
candidate 10+2 or equivalent examination for admission in
year 2015.

2.5  "State Government" means Government of Madhya Pradesh.

2.6  "Category" means Scheduled Tribe, Scheduled Caste, Other
Backward Classes (Non-creamy layer) and Unreserved
category as specified and laid down by the Government of
Madhya Pradesh.
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2.7  "Class" means Military Personnel (M.P.), Freedom Fighter
(F.F.), and female as specified and laid down by Government
of Madhya Pradesh. Physically Handicapped (PH) means as
specified and laid down by Ministry of Labour, Government
of India for vocational Rehabilitation of Physically
Handicapped. .

2.8 "Selected Candidate" means such candidates who has been
allotted a seat and issued the allotment letter consequent
upon counselling in year 2015-16.

2.9 "M.C.L." means Medical Council of India.

2.10 "D.C.1." means Dental Council of India.

2.11 "Rules" means Madhya Pradesh Medical and Dental under
graduate Admission Rules, 2015.

3.0 GENERAL :

3.1  Admission in MBBS and BDS Courses shall be governed and
regulated by rules & regulations of MCI / DCI / University /
State Government / Government of India / under regulations
in force at the time of counselling, allotment and
Admission and amended from time to time.
3.2 These rules shall apply to all candidates for seat allotment and
Admission in the following courses and colleges :-

3.3 (A) The candidates must bring the same coloured photograph

CBSE Board has given specification regarding photograph as
under which are to be followed.

No other documents will be considered as a valid proof of
belonging to Freedom Fighter (FF) class.

5.9 30% seats for admission to MBBS/BDS course shall be
reserved for Female candidates in each category i.e.
ST,SC,OBC and UR category. The reservation shall be
horizontal.

5.10 A candidate not willing for admission in any class
(MP,FF,PH,) can apply in open class of his/her OWN
CATEGORY. The candidates of Military Personnel (M.P.),
Freedom Fighter (FF) and Physically Handicapped (PH)
class who are not allotted a seat as per their merit intheir
class such candidates shall be eligible for seat allotment as
per their respective (ST/SC/OBC/UR) category.

For those candidates who are eligible for
more than one class, a separate merit list of F.F. , M.P. and P.H. will
be published online after the registration and before allotment during
the first round of counselling on the website of MP online
www.mponline.gov.in The Candidate will have one chance to
change the option of class. For this only two days will be given and
after that no consideration will be entertained. If a candidate does
not give an option in that case the class in which the candidate has
the highest merit will be considered for the allotment.

6.0  Eligibility:
6.1 The Candidate must be a bonafide resident of Madhya Pradesh.

Any one of the following conditions will be deemed to be
included as bonafide resident of Madhya Pradesh:-

But the
employee employed in institution/corporation/board of
State Government or under State Government offices
situated outside the geographical boundaries of state
will have to fulfil one of the criteria no. 2.(1.1) or
2.(1.2) of the notification no. C-3-7 -2013-3-1 dated
25/09/2014 issued by M.P. Govt. GAD Deptt.

(iv) An employee of Government of India allotted to M.P.
State :

(v) Parents of applicant who is a person appointed in
Madhya Pradesh by Hon'ble President of India/ Hon'ble
Governer of ML.P. on Constitutional/Legal post.

(vi) Son/Daughter of such retired soldiers who have lived
in M.P. for five years or whose relatives are living in
M.P. This will be verified on the basis of the certificate
issued by  Sainik kalyan Sanchalnalaya. In this point
relative refers to the wife or husband or Mother /Father of
Ex serviceman. »

Explanation-1 As per M.P. Govt.G.A.D. Mantralaya circular no.

C3-7/2013/1/3,Bhopa~1dated20May2015(Annex.18)

Certificate regarding bonafide resident of M.P. must be
issued by the Collector or an officer authorised by the
collector of the district concerned. The certificate must
show reference number, date of issue, seal and
designation of issuing officer.(Proforma-8)

Explanation-2: Guardian of a candidate means a person who is
actual custodian and controller of candidate or his/her immovable
property or both, in the opinion of the District Magistrate
concerned, from the date of the death of candidate's father and
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mother till the date of submitting application form,. Guardian will
have to necessarily produce a certificate of the competent court,
saying so.

Autonomous Medical/Dental Colleges at
the time of counselling, the candidate of Unreserved category has
to pay security money Rs.10,000/- , all OBC candidates and
candidates belonging to SC/ST category, whose parents/Guardians
annual income is more than 3.00 lacs have to pay Rs.2,000/-
towards the security deposit.

The candidates belonging to SC & ST category whose parents /
guardians annual income is less than 3.00 lacs need not to pay any
security deposit. The candidates has to produce income certificate
in this regard otherwise they have to pay Rs. 2000/-.

Reserved category candidates will have to submit income
certificates of 2014-15 at the time of scrutiny as per M.P. Govt.

2014 ( Annex.19),the self signed self attested income certificate in
prescribed income declaration proforma(Annex-16) submitted by
the candidate will be considered valid. In case of non presentation
of income certificate the candidate will have to deposit security
deposit of Rs.10,000/- (Rupees Ten Thousand only). Dean/ ’
Principal of concerned institution will get the self attested, self
signed declaration furnished by such admitted candidates verified
by the competent authorities.

8.5 The amount of security deposit shall be refunded
withoutany interest after successful completion of
internship. In case, the candidate does not join the allotted
course or the institution or discontinues study in a _course
and leaves college before completion of internship due to
any reason, his/her claim on security deposit- shall be
forfeited.

8.6 FEE REFUND:-

A student admitted in U.G. Course through All India quota or
state quota and who submits in writing, for leaving that seat, to his
respective college authorities 10 days before the commencement
date of last counselling of State Quota shall be entitled for refund
of the deposited fee after deducting 10% fee.

(i) Cancellation of admission will mean, cancellation of admission of a candidate
from the State Quota Seats due to any reason when the candidate vacates his/her
seat willingly after having taken admission in any Private Medical/Dental College
and such candidates will not participate in subsequent counseling.

It is clarified that if a candidate vacates a seat from one institution and takes
admission in another institution within the State, this procedure would be termed as

upgradation/reallotment, and this procedure will continue as was done earlier.

(ii) Following instructions are issued in respect of cancellation of admission in the
Private Medical/Dental Colleges: .

(a) The admitted candidate who desires to_vacate his/her seat will have to submit
his/her application complete in all respect with valid reasons to the Director
Medical Education and Dean/Principal of the concerned Institution. The candidate
will have to submit along with his/her application, the same photograph which was
affixed during admission, cOpy of the allotment letter, and self attested copy of fee
receipt. Applications complete as stated above will only be considered. Director
Medical Education after taking a decision shall convey such decision to concerned
Dean/Principal, concerned student, AFRC, MCI/DCI and concerned University. In
cases where condition of seat leaving bond is applicable, the seat Jeaving bond
amount shall have to be deposited, and then only such an application for
cancellation of admission will be considered. The Director Medical Education will
inform the concerned Dean/Principal regarding such cancellation of admission and
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the latter will return the original documents to the concerned Student/Guardian
authorized by the student. Admission cancellation slip will be generated by
Director Medical Education online through MPOnline only. Cancellation of
admission done by the Director Medical Education only will be considered valid.

(b)Procedure for obtaining Admission Cancellation Slip :

Director Medical Education will log-in through G2G on MPOnline portal
whereafter the home page of Director Medical Education will be displayed. The
link regarding admission cancellation will be displayed in the home page. On
clicking this link a page will be displayed. On entering the students Roll No. of
AIPMT-2015 and round of counseling and on submitting; the details regarding the
candidate will be displayed. On clicking the option for cancellation and submitting
by the Director Medical Education, the admission will be cancelled and admission
cancellation slip will be generated, which can be obtained by the candidate from
the Director Medical Education. The admission cancellation slip can also be
obtained by the candidate through MPOnline portal by using his own Roll No. and
password.

21 (B) Dean/Principal of concerned institution shall ensure submission of list
regarding admitted students and students whose admission have been cancelled as
below:-
(i) Dean/Principal of concerned college shall submit list of admitted students and
students whose admission have been cancelled to the Director Medical Education
in Annexure 15 through email and post/specia] messenger such that the
information should necessarily reach Director Medical Education by 7:00 pm on
the same date itself.
(ii) Concerned institutions shall ensure submission of list of admitted students and
students whose admissions have been cancelled to the Director Medical Education
through email and post/special messenger every day in Annexure 15 compulsorily.
(iii) Concerned institutions shall ensure display of complete list of admitted
students and students whose admissions have been cancelled, at least for one
complete year on institution website as per Annexure 15. The said list shall be sent
through email and post/special messenger compulsorily to the following:

(b) AFRC (afrcmp@gmail.com)

(c) MPOnline (ashish.singh@mponline.gov.in) ‘
(iv) Dean/Principal of concerned institution shall ensure submission of complete
list of admitted students and students whose admissions have been cancelled to the
Director Medical Education M.P., concerned University, AFRC, MPOnline,
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MCI/DCI through email and post/special messenger within 7 days from the last
date of admission as scheduled, in Annexure 15.

(v) If the concerned institution fails to display complete list of admitted students
and students whose admissions have been cancelled for one year continuously or if
the complete list of admitted students and students whose admissions have been
cancelled is not sent to the Director Medical Education M.P., concerned
University, AFRC, MPOnline, MCI/DCI through email and post/special messenger
from time to time as stipulated or if the institution cancels the admissions of
students on their own, then stringent action as per the prevailing rules will be
taken against the owner/owners of the said institution, Dean/Principal presuming
that they have intentionally and wilfully concealed the information in order to fill
the State Quota vacant seats illegally. :

Due to the sensitivity and importance of the admission process, students are
advised to exercise due diligence before taking admission in order to avoid
financial loss, as error on the part of the student may entail debarring the
student from admission for a period of next three years in any
Medical/Dental College against the State Quota Seats.

79 Seat leaving Bond - If any candidate takes admission in private

medical/ Dental College and leaves his/her seat after last round of
counselling and thereafter and there is no posibility of filling the
seat by some other candidate in that case the candidate will have
to deposit Rs. 5.00 lac (Rupees Five Lacs only) as penalty in the
Directorate of Medical Education Bhopal. Such candidate will not
be eligible for admission in State Autonomous and Private
Medical /Dental Colleges for a further period of next three years.

23.  The academic session shall commence as per the directives of
Hon’ble Supreme court of India/Govt. of india Ministry of health
and family welfare and the information will be displayed on the

web-site  of Director _Medical Education M.P. www.

25- Any student identified as having obtained admission after the
last date of closure of admission, he/she shall be discharged from the
course of study or any Medical /Dental qualification acquired by such
student on such admission, the same shall not be treated as a recognized
qualification for the purpose of MCI Act. 1956 or the Dentist Act. 1948,
as the case may be.

26. EXPLANATION OF RULES :
The State Government reserves the right to amend any rule and
procedure for admission. In case, any dispute related to the
interpretation of these rules and amendments thereto, the decision of
the State Government shall be final and binding on all concerned.

Medical Education and it will not be published separately.
