No. F. 11-10-2015-XXIX-2.—The following draft of amendment in the Madhya Pradesh Agricultural
Warehouse Rules, 1961, which the State Government proposes to make in exercise of the powers conferred by
sub-section (1) of Section 24 of the Madhya Pradesh Agricultural Warehouse Act, 1947 (No. 1 of 1948) is hereby
published as required by sub-section (1) of Section 24 of the said Act for the information of all persons likely to
be affected thereby and notice is hereby given that the said draft of amendment shall be taken into consideration
on the expiry of thirty days from the date of publication of this notice in the Madhya Pradesh Gazette.

Any objection or suggestion which may be received at Commissioner, Directorate of Food, Civil Supblies
and Consumer Protection, Vindhyachal Bhawan, Bhopal from any person with respect to the said draft of
amendment before the expiry of the period specified above shall be considered by the State Government.

DRAFT OF AMENDMENT

In the said rules,—
1. In rule 4, for sub-rule (2), the following sub-rule shall be substituted, namely:—¥

“(2) Such application shall be submitted online or at the office of the prescribed authority personally
by the applicant or by his agent or sent by registered post addressed to the prescribed
authority. The prescribed authority may ask to submit application online only.”.

2. Rule 10 shall be omitted.
3. For rule 48, the following rule shall be subétituted, namely:—

“48. Display of warehouse information on the departmental website.—Grant of licences to.
warehouseman as well as suspension or cancellation thereof shall be displayed on the
departmental website. ” '

4. For rule 49, the following rule shall be substituted, namely:—

“49, Taking over a warehouse.—If, on suspending or cancelling the license of a warehouseman,
the prescribed authority is of the opinion that the warehouse should be taken over, it may
take over the warehouse and appoint The Madhya Pradesh Warehousing and logistic corporation.
to conduct the business of the warehouseman for a period to be specified in the order which
should be till clearance of stock.”.

5. For rule 50, the following rule shall be substituted, namely:—*“50. Restoring or issuing fresh
license.—On the expiration of the period specified in the order, the prescribed authority may
restore the licence or issue a fresh licence, as the case may be, if it finds that no cause exists
for the suspension or cancellation of the licence.”.
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6. For rule 52, the following rule shall be substituted, namely:—

“52. Prescribed authority to maintain register of licences.—The prescribed authority shall maintain
online record of licenses issued by it and it shall be made available for public inspection.”.

7. In Form-I,—

(i) In Para 2, the words, brackets and figures “maunds (40 seers of 80 total each)” and pounds shall
be omitted;

(ii) Para 4 shall be omitted;
(iii) In Para 6, for the words “enclose a cheque”, the words “submit a challan’ shall be substituted;
(iv) For para 8, the following para shall be substituted, namely:—

“8. The information regarding the warehouse(s) is as below:—

(v) Para 10 shall be omitted;
(vi) In para 11, for the existing Note, the following Note shall be substituted, namely:~

“Note.—The appllication for a licence to conduct a warehouse should be accompanied by the
following:—

(i) Current financial statement, showing the asstes and liabilities of the applicant certified by a
person approved by the prescribed authority;

(ii) Articles of Association and Memorandum of Association in case of a joint stock company,
partnership deed in case of partnership firm and bye-laws in case of a co-operative society
which should show that the applicant is legally authorized to carry on warehousing
business;

(iii) Detailed description of the warehouse to show that the warehouse is suitable for proper
storage of the particular products for which the applicant has applied for licence;

(iv) Fitness-cum-completion certificate issued by an Engineer not below the rank of Assistant .
Engineer working as employee of Government or Public undertaking or local body;

(v) Challan of licence fees as prescribed under these rules;
(vi) Self declaration certificate regarding all the information and documents being correct;
(vii) Document of insurance policy; and

(viii) Sampler and Grader licence.”.

8. “Form-II” designed under rule 5 and rule 8§ of the Madhya Pradesh Agricultural Warehouse Rules,
1961 is substituted with the new “Form-I1".

9. In Form-III, under the heading 'Conditions for storage’, in Para 5,—
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(i) For the words “not exceed the warehouseman's tariff in effect at the time the charge accrues or the
service is performed”, the words “be borne as per the contract/agreement executed between
warehouseman and depositor” shall be substituted;

(i) The second para which containing the words “The schedule of maximum tariff to be charged shall
be that approved by the prescribed authority”, shall be omitted.”.
