No. F-2-2-2015-XXII-P-2.—The following draft of ammendment in the Madhya Pradesh Panchayat Nirvachan
Niyam 1995 which the State Government proposes to make in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of
Section 95 read with Section 43 of the Madhya Pradesh Panchayat Raj Avam Gram Swaraj Adhiniyam, 1993 (No. 1
of 1994) is hereby Published as required by sub-section (3) of Section 95 of the said Act for the information of all
persons likely to be affected thereby and notice is, hereby, given that the said draft of amendment shall be taken into
consideration on the expiry of thirty days from the date of its publication in the "Madhya Pradesh Gazette™.

Any objection or suggestion which may be received by the Additional Secretary, Government of Madhya Pradesh,
Panchayat and Rural Development Department, Mantralaya, Vallabh Bhawan, Bhopal from any person with respect to
the said draft before the period specified above shall be considered by the State Government.

DRAFT OF AMENDMENT

In the said rules,—

(i) In rule 9, after sub-rule (3), the following sub-rule shall be added, namely:—

“(4) Any registration Officer or Assistant Registration Officer or any person who has been appointed and
authorized to revise the entry in the Voter list or to include the name therein or to delete the name
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thererfrom, does not perform the duties as assigned to him under the provision of the Act then he
shall be punished with simple imprisonment for a term which shall not be less than three months
but which may extend to two years or with fine or with both:

Provided that no court shall take cognizance of the offence unless a complaint in writing is lodged by the
state election commission or the collector and district election officer or any authorized officer”;

2. Inrule 14, for sub-rule (2), the following rule shall be substituted,namely:—

“(2). Every such list shall be liable to continual revision by reference to first day of January of the Year
in which it is so revised— :

(i) before each general election to the Panchayats, or as the case may be.;
(ii) before each bye election to fill a seat in a Panchayat”.

3. In Rule 15, in the existing proviso, colon shall be substituted at the end and thereafter the following
proviso shall be added, namely:—

“Provided further that the name of any voter shall not be deleted from the voter list under this rule.”.
4. After rule 46, the following rule shall be added, namely:—
“(46-A) Printing of name and election symbol in case of death of candidate.

(1) The name of candidate and the allotted election symbol to him on the ballot-paper shall not be
printed case where the information of death of candidate is received before 72 hours of the
commencement of poll.

(2) In such circumstances if it becomes necessary, the ballot-paper shall be reprinted and no change
shall be made in the allotted election symbol to other candidates.

(3) The information regarding change in the ballot-paper due to omission of the name of deceased
candidate shall be sent to all candidates forthwith. If the information of death of the candidate
is received after the fixed time, no change shall be made in the ballot-paper and the commission
shall be informed at once.

5. In Rule 72, in the heading and in clause (a), for the words “ballot-boxes”, the words “ballot-boxes or
voting machine” shall be substituted.

6. For rule 72-A the following rule shall be substituted namely:— )

“72-A. Design of voting machine.—Every voting machine shall have a control unit (with Detachable
Memory Module) and one or more balloting units. The number of balloting unit shall depend on
the number of contesting candidate and number of seats. The design and shape of control unit
and balloting unit shall be such, as may be approved by the state election commission.

Explantion—The detachable memory module (DMM) means such electronic memory device which is
attached to the control unit of Electronic voting machine and which parallely keeps the election
data safely. After completion of the counting of votes, the DMM shall be separated from control
unit and after keeping the polling data safely, the control unit may be used for further new
election.”
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7. In rule 72-E in sub-rule(1),—
(i) for clause (c), the following clauses shall be substituted, namely:—
“(c)  Serial number of control unit and balloting unit.”.
(iii) After clause (c) so substituted, the following shall be inserted namely:—
“(ca) serial number of Detachable Memory Modﬁule (DMM), and.”.
8. For rule 77-C, tfle following rule shall be substituted namely:~—
“17-C Sealing of voting machine after separating the Detachable memory module from control unit.—

(1) After the result of voting is ascertained and recorded in the control unit and recorded candidate
wise in from 16-A, 17-A, 18-A and 19 of sub-rule (2) of rule 77-B, the Returning officer shall
separate DMM from control unit and seal in the manner prescribed by the State Election
Commission, During the sealing procedure the candidates or their election agent may present
and affixed their seals and put signature thereon.

(2) The Returning Officer shall record the following particulars on the sealed DMM,namely:—

(a) The name of ward;

(b) The particulars of polling station or stations where the control unit has been used;
(c) Serial number of control unit;

(d) Serial number of DMM,;

(e) Date of poll, and

(f) Date of counting.

(3) The sealed DMM may be used for judicial purpose and other necessary purposes. The control unit
may be used for other phases of election.”.
