PANDIT S. N. SHUKLA UNIVERSITY ACT, 2016

[Received the assent of the Governor on the 6" September, 2016; assent first published in the“Madhya Pradesh Gazette
(Extra-ordinary)”, dated the 15" September,, 2016].

An Act to provide for establishment and incorporation of Pandit S.N. Shukla University at

Shahdol, Madhya Pradesh to accelerate higher education, research, extension and

training in all aspects of Basic Sciences, Arts, Commerce, Law and other disciplines
for educational excellence and socio-economic development of educationally backward
classes under upgradation scheme of one leading college qualified to status of University
as per Rastriya Uchchatar Shiksha Abhiyan of Government of India.

Be it enacted by the Madhya Pradesh Legislature in the sixty-sevénth year of the Republic
of India as follows:- ,

1. (1) This Act may be called Pandit S. N. Shukla University Act, 2016.

(2) It shall come into force on such date as the State Government may, by notification, in
the official Gazette, appoint.

to document, publish and disseminate works done by the University and other
relevant literature; :

5. The University may collaborate with any institution outside the State of Madhya Pradesh
or abroad including overseas students for carrying out partly or wholly any of its education,
research, extension and training activities, with the approval of the Governing Body.

6. The University shall not discriminate against any citizen of India on grounds of religion,
race, caste, creed, sex, place of birth, political or other opinion or any of them in the exercise of
powers or performance of functions conferred or imposed upon it by or under this Act.

7. The University shall have following powers and functions, namely:—

upon, on such terms and conditions as may, from time to time, be prescribed;

to enter into any agreement with Central Government, State Government,
University Grants Commission or other authorities for receiving grants and also
for the incorporation in the University of any other institution and for taking over
its rights, properties and for any other purpose not repugnant to this Act;

to demand and receive payment of such fees and other charges including for self-
finance courses as may be prescribed, from time to time;

to receive donations and to acquire, hold, manage and dispose of any property
movable or immovable, including trust or endowed property within or outside
the State of Madhya Pradesh, for the objects of the University, and to invest funds
in such manner as the University may deem fit;

to make provision for research and advisory and consultancy services, and for
that purpose to enter into such agreement with other institutions or bodies as the
University may deem necessary;

to provide for the printing, reproduction and publication of research and other
work which may be issued by the University;

to borrow, with the approval of the State Government, on the security of the
University property, money for the purposes of the University affairs;

to confer honorary degrees and other academic distinctions in the manner laid
down in the Ordinance;

to do all such other acts and things as may be necessary, incidental or conducive
to the attainment or enlargement of all or any of the objectives of the University.

8. (1) The Governor of Madhya Pradesh shall be Chancellor of the University.

(2) He shall preside over the convocation for conferring degrees and shall chair meetings
of the Governing Body.

9. (1) The Vice-Chancellor shall be appointed by the Chancellor for a term of five years in
such manner and with such powers and functions as prescribed in the Statute.

(2) The Vice- Chancellor shall be the principal administrative and academic officer of the
University. He shall chair the meetings of the Executive Council and Academic Council.

(3) In the absence of the Chancellor, he shall preside over a convocation for conferring
degrees and meetings of the Governing Body. ‘

10. Thexof‘ﬁcers of the University shall include Dean of Faculties, Dean Students Welfare,
Registrar, Finance Comptroller and such other officers as may be ‘declared by the Statutes to be

the officers of the University.

11. There shall be a Registrar who shall act as Secretary of the General Body, the Executive

Council and the Academic Council and who shall be appointed in such manner as specified in

the Madhya Pradesh State University Service Rules, 1983 and exercise and perform such powers
and duties as prescribed in the Statutes.

12. There shall be a Finance Comptroller who shall be Secretary of the Finance Committee
and shall be appointed in such manner as specified in the Madhya Pradesh State University Service

Rules, 1983 and exercise and perform such powers and duties as prescribed in the Statutes.

13. There shall be a Dean for each School of Study who shall be appointed in such manner
with such powers and duties as may be prescribed in the regulations.

14. There shall be a Dean Students Welfare who shall be appointed in such manner with
such powers and duties as may be prescribed in the regulations.

15. The following shall be the authorities of the University :—

16. (1) The Governing Body headed by the Governor of Madhya Pradesh shall be the
supreme authority of the University. The term of its members other than ex-officio members shall
be three years. The non-official members shall be nominated by the State Government in
consultation with Vice-Chancellor.

(2) The Governing Body shall have the power to review the acts of the Executive Council
and the Academic Council (save when these authorities have acted in accordance with the powers
conferred upon them under this Act, the Statutes or the Ordinances) and shall exercise all the
powers of the University not otherwise provided for by this Act, Statutes, Ordinances or
Regulations: ' :

Provided that the power of review under this sub-section shall not be exercised except by a
majority of total membership of the Governing Body and by a majority of not less than two-third
of the members of the Governing Body present and voting. '

(3) Quorum for a meeting of the Governing Body shall be not less than one-third of the
total members of the Governing Body.

The annual report of the University shall be prepared and shall be submitted to the
Executive Council on or before such date as may be prescribed.

34. (1) The accounts of the University shall at least once in every year, be audited by a
Chartered Accountant appointed by the University. The accounts shall also be audited by the
Accountant General.

(2) A copy of the audited accounts, together with the audit report shall be presented before
the Executive Council for approval.

(3) A copy of the audited account and audit report, for each financial year as approved by
the Executive Council shall be submitted to the Government not more than twelve months after

the end of the financial year.

37. Any proposal for the conferment of honorary degrees shall be made by the Academic
Council to the Executive Council and the proposal if accepted by the Executive Council shall
require the assent of the Chancellor for confirmation.

38. The Academic Council may, by a special resolution passed by a majority of not less
than two thirds members, withdraw any degree or academic distinction conferred on, or any
certificate or diploma granted to any person by the University for good and sufficient cause:

Provided that no such resolution shall be passed until a notice in writing has been given to
that person calling upon him to show cause within such time as may be specified in the notice
why such resolution should not be passed and until his objections, if any and any evidence he
may produce in support of them, have been considered by the Academic Council.

39. (1) If the State Government is satisfied that owing to maladministration or financial
mismanagement in the University a situation has arisen whereby financial stability of University
has become insecure, it may, by a notification, declare that the finances of such University shall
be subject to the control of the State Government.

(2) Every notification issued under sub-section (1) shall in. the first instance, remain in
operation for a period of .one year from the date specified in the notification and the State
Government may, from time to time, by a like notification extend the period of operation by such further
period as it may think fit, provided that the total period of operation does not exceed three years.

(3) During the period the notification issued under sub-section (1) remains in operation, the
executive authority of the State Government shall extend to the giving of directions to the said
University to observe such canons of financial propriety as may be specified in the direction and
to the giving of such other directions as the -State Government may deem necessary and adequate
for the purpose.

(4) Notwithstanding anything contained in this Act, any such direction may include:

'6)) a provision requiring the submission of the budget to the State Government
for sanction;

(1) a provision requiring the University to submit every proposal involving financial
implications to the State Government for sanction;

(iii) a provision requiring the submission of every proposal for revision of scales of

pay and rates of allowances of the officers, teachers and other persons employed
by the University to the State Government for sanction;

@iv) a provision requiring the reduction of salaries and allowances of all or any class
of persons employed by University;

) a provision requiring the reduction in the number of officers, teachers and other
persons employed by University;

(vi) a provision in regard to such other matters as may have the effect of reducing
the financial strain on the University.

(5) Notwithstanding anything contained in this Act, it shall be binding on every authority
of the University and every officer of the University to give effect to the direction given under
this section.
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(6) Every officer of the University shall be personally liable for misapplication of any
fund or property of the University as a result of noncompliance of the direction given under this
Section to which he shall have been a party or which shall have happened through or been
facilitated by gross neglect of his duty as such officer and the loss so incurred shall, on a certificate
issued by the Secretary to Government, Madhya Pradesh Higher Education Department, be
recovered from such officer as an arrear of land revenue:

Provided that no action to recover the amount of loss as an arrear of land revenue shall
be taken until reasonable opportunity has been given to the person concerned to furnish an
explanation and such explanation has been considered by the State Government.

40. (1) If the State Government on receipt of a report or otherwise, is satisfied that a situation
has arisen in which the administration of the University can not be carried out in accordance with
the provisions of the Act, without detriment to the interests of the University and it is expedient
in the interest of the University so to do, it may by notification, for reasons to be mentioned
therein, direct that the provisions of sub-section (2), (3), (4) and (5) shall from the date specified
in the notification (hereinafter in this Section referred to as the appointed date), apply to the
University.

(2) The notification issued under sub-section (1) (hereinafter referred to as the notification)

shall remain in operation for a period of one year from the appointed date and the State
Government may, from time to time, extend the period by such further period as it may think fit
so however that the total period of operation of the notification does not exceed three years.
(3) As from the appointed date, the Vice-Chancellor, holding office immediately before the
appointed date, shall notwithstanding that his term of office has not expired, vacate his office,
and the Chancellor shall simultaneously with the issue of the notification appoint the Vice-
Chancellor, who shall hold office during the period of operation of the notification:

Provided that the Vice-Chancellor shall be appointed by the Chancellor in consultation with
the State Government and may be removed by the Chancellor in the like manner:

Provided further that the Vice-Chancellor may, notwithstanding the expiration of the period
of operation of the notification, continue to hold office thereafter until his successor enters upon
office but this period shall not exceed one year. ‘

@ As from the appointed date, the following consequences shall ensue, namely:

6] every person holding office as a member of the Executive Council or the
Academic Council, as the case may be, immediately before the appointed date
shall cease to hold that office; '

(i) until the Executive Council or Academic Council, as the case may be, is
reconstituted, the Vice-Chancellor appointed under sub-section (3) shall exercise
the powers and perform the duties conferred or imposed by or under this Act,
on the Executive Council or Academic Council:

Provided that the Chancellor may, if he considers it nécessary so to do, appoint a committee
consisting of an educationist, an administrative expert and a financial expert to assist the Vice-
Chancellor so appointed in exercise of such powers and performance of such duties.

(5) Before the expiration of the period of operation of the notification or immediately as
early as practicable, thereafter, the Vice-Chancellor shall take steps to constitute the Executive

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Council and Academic Council in accordance with the provisions of the Act and the Executive
Council and Academic Council as so constituted shall begin to function on the date immediately
following the date of expiry of the period of operation of the notification of the date on which
the respective bodies are so constituted, whichever is later:

Provided that if the Executive Council and Academic Council are not constituted before
the expiration of the period of operation of the notification, the Vice-Chancellor shall on such
expiration, exercise the powers of each of these authorities subject to prior approval of the
Chancellor till the Executive Council or Academic Council, as the case may be, is so constituted.

41. If any difficulty arises in giving effect to the provisions of this Act, the State Government
may, by order published in the official Gazette, make such provisions not inconsistent with the
purposes of this Act, as appear to it to be necessary or expedient for removing the difficuity.

42. Notwithstanding anything contained in this Act and the Statutes-

) the members of the Governing Body, the Executive Council and the Academic
Council shall be nominated by the State Government in consultation with Vice-
Chancellor and shall hold office for a term of three years;

(i) all assets, records and liabilities of Pandit S. N. Shukla College, Shahdol shall
become assets, records and liabilities of the University with effect from the date
of commencement of this Act.

43. No suit, prosecution or other legal proceedings shall lie against and no damages shall
be claimed from the University, the Vice-Chancellor, the authorities or officers of the University
or any other person in respect of anything which is in good faith done or purported to have been
done in pursuance of this Act or any Statutes, Ordinances and regulations made thereunder.
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
