Description of the Planning Area Boundaries

1. North — From the Northern junction point of Village Doblajhiri and Village Band going
through the Northern boundary of Village Band to the Northern-Eastern boundaries of
Village Kharkhari till the Eastern junction point of Village Kharkhari and Village Bada
Undwa.

2. East — From the Eastern junction point of Village Kharkhari and Village Bada Undwa
going through the Eastern-Southern boundaries of Village Bada Undwa till the Southern -
junction point of Village Bada Undwa and Village Ramsingh Ki Chowki.
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3. South — From the Southern junction point of Village Bada Undwa and Village Ramsing Ki
Choki going through the Southern boundary of Village Ramsing Ki Choki to the Eastern
boundary of Village Indarsing Ki Choki to the Eastern boundary of Village Dipa Ki
Chowki to the Eastern boundary of Village Chichalguda to the Eastern-Southern-Western
boundaries of the Village Thanasemli to the Southern boundary of Village Chichalguda till
the Southern junction point of Village Chichalguda and Village Bhaidiya Ki Choki.

4. West — From the Southern junction point of Village Chichalguda and Village Bhaidiya Ki
Choki going through the Western-Northern boundaries of Village Bhaidiya Ki Choki to the
Western boundary of Village Indarsing Ki Choki to the Western-Northern boundaries of
Village Doblajhiri till the Northern junction point of Village Doblajhiri and Village Band.

As approved by the Ministry of Rural Development, Government of India, New Delhi the
following provisions are made in the planning area of the said cluster—

1. The Ministry of Rural Development, Government of India has launched a new scheme
named Shyama Prasad Mukherji Rurban Mission (SPMRM), in a bid to transform rural
areas to make them economically, socially and physically sustainable spaces. The mission
aims to develop growth clusters in rural areas which have latent potential for growth. This
in turn would trigger development all over the region. These clusters would be developed
by provisioning of Economic activities and development of cluster as growth centers.

2. Indarsing Ki Choki cluster has been chosen as a tribal cluster under Shyama Prasad
Mukherji Rurban Mission. According to the Guideline of Government of India, 30% or 15
Crore (maximum) fund of the cluster work plan is to be given to tribal cluster as Critical
Gap Fund (CGF). Its integrated Cluster Action Plan is prepared for the development of
Indarsing Ki Choki cluster. In Integrated Cluster Action Plan, Development work is
included according to desirable 14 components.

Explanatory Note
(This does not form part of the notification, but is intended to indicate its general purpose).

As per the framework of the implementation of the Shyama Prasad Mukherjee National Rurban
Mission (NRuM), issued by the Government of India , the Indarsing Ki Choki cluster of
Alirajpur district has to be declared as planning area under the Section 51 and 7-GA of
Madhya Pradesh Panchayat Raj Avam Gram Swaraj Adhiniyam, 1993, for the purpose of the
said cluster. Hence, the government has decided to notify the above-mentioned cluster as a
planning area in order to achieve the objectives of Mission. ’
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
