In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to Article
309 of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Madhya
Pradesh, hereby, makes the following rules relating to the
appointment and service rules of Excellent Sports persons in the

Madhya Pradesh Home Department, namely:-

RULES

1. Short title and commencement.-

(1) These rules may be called the Madhya Pradesh Police
(Appointment of Outstanding Player) Rules, 2021;

(2) They shall come into effect from the date of their
publication in the Madhya Pradesh Gazette.

2. Definitions.- In these rules, unless the context otherwise

requires,-

(a) “Asian Games” means, Sports competition organized
by Asian Olympic Committee once in every four years,
in which players from different Asian countries
participate;

(b) “Authorised Asian Championship” means, Authorised
Sports competition of the said sports, which is
organized by Asian Federation of that game once in
every 02 or 04 years;

(c) “Authorized National Tournament/Championship”
means, Senior level National Championship organised
by recognized National Sports Federation once in &
year. For example:
30th National Senior Taekwando championship, New

Delhi February 2012,
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31st National Senior Taekwando championship, Bihar
December 2012,
32nd  National Senior Taekwando championship,
Rajasthan, September 2013,
32nd  National Senior Handball championship,
Chandigarh, January 2011,
33rd National Senior Handball championship, Andhra
Pradesh, January 2012,
34th  National Senior Handball championship,
Bhubhneshwar, December 2012;

(d) “Commonwealth Games” means, Sports competition
organised by Commonwealth Games Federation once
in every 04 years, in which British Commonwealth
countries participate. For example:

Commonwealth Games 2006 Melbourne,
Commonwealth Games 2010 New Delhi,
Commonwealth Games 2014 Glasgow;

() “Governor” means, the Governor of Madhya Pradesh;

() “Government” means, the Government of Madhya
Pradesh;

(g) “National Games” means, Sports competition organised
by the Indian Olympic Association in the name of
“National Games”. For Example:
33th National Games 2007 Guwahati (Assam),
34th National Games 2011 Ranchi (Jharkhand) and .
35th National Games 2015 Kerala,;

(h) “Olympic Games” means, Games orgainzed by the

International Olympic Committee Lausanne
Switzerland once in every four years. For example :
Beijing Olympic 2008, London Olympic 2012 and Rio
Olympic 2016;

«Other Backward Classes” means, the Other Backward
Classes of citizens as specified by the State
Government vide notification number F-8 5-XXV-4-84,
dated 26t December 1984 as amended from time to

time;

(i) “Recognised National Sports Federation” means,
National Federation of the game which is recognised by
the International Federation of the game, Indian
Olympic Association and Government of India;

(k) “Schedule” means, the Schedule appended to these
rules;

() “Scheduled Castes” means, any caste, race or tribe or
part of or group within a castes, races, tribes
specified as Scheduled caste with respect to the State
of Madhya Pradesh wunder Article 341 of the
Constitution of India;

(m) “Scheduled Tribes” means, any tribe, tribal community
or part of or group within a tribe or tribal community
specified as Scheduled tribe with respect to the State
of Madhya Pradesh under Article 342 of the
Constitution of India;

(n) “South Asian Games” means, Sports competition
organised by South Asian Games Federation in which
South Asian Countries participate. Presently, 08
member countries are included in this namely.-
Afghanistan, Nepal, Pakistan, Bangladesh, India,
Bhutan, Maldives and Sri Lanka. For Example:
10th South Asian Games 2006 Colombo Sri Lanka,
11th South Asian Games 2010 Dhaka Bangladesh,
12th South Asian Games 2016 Guwahati & Shillong
Indian;

(0) “State” means, the State of Madhya Pradesh;

(P) “World Cup or World Championship” means, senior
level International Championship organized once in
two or four years by authorized International

Federation of the game.

Scope and Application.- Without prejudice to the
generality of the provisions contained in the Madhya

Pradesh Civil Services (General Conditions of Services)
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Rules, 1961 these rules shall apply to those medallists
athletes being appointed directly as constable or sub-
inspector in Madhya Pradesh Police.

Direct Appointment of Outstanding Players.- Subject to
the provision and conditions laid down in these rules, direct
appointment shall be given by the competent appointing
authority to sport persons who won medals in Olympic
games, Asian games, Commonwealth games, National
games or Authorized National Championship, without under
going the selection process prescribed in various
recruitment rules of Madhya Pradesh police in the rank of
constable or sub-inspector.

Eligible Sports.- Under these rules, the medal winner
players of those Games will be considered for direct
appointment to the post of constable or sub-inspector in
Madhya Pradesh Police, which are involved in the last
Olympic Games, Asian Games, Commonwealth Games or
National Games.

Eligibility for appointment to the post of Constable.-
Subject to the provisions and conditions laid down in these
rules, medallist of the National Games or Authorised
National Championships shall be eligible for direct
appointment to the post of constable in Madhya Pradesh
police.

Eligibility for appointment to the post of Sub Inspector.-
Subject to the provisions and conditions laid down in these
rules, medallist of Olympic Games, Asian Games,

Commonwealth games shall be eligible for direct

appointment to the post of Sub Inspector in Madhya

Pradesh police.

Eligibility for appointment.- As per these rules, for direct
appointment of medal winning players for the post of
Constable and Sub-Inspector, there shall be relaxation in
Height whereas all other remaining eligibilities like age,
educational qualifications shall be according to the

prevailing recruitment rules of Madhya Pradesh Police as on

the date of appointment.

Eligibility relating to domicile.- For direct appointment to
the post of Constable or Sub-Inspector under these rules,
the medalist must be a domicile of Madhya Pradesh or he
should have completed 3 years training in Madhya Pradesh
Sports Academy.

Number of posts.- Under these rules, maximum 10 Sub-
Inspectors and 50 Constables can be appointed in each
financial year on available vacant posts in Madhya Pradesh
Police.

If all 10 posts of Sub-Inspector and 50 posts of
Constable reserved for medal winning players are not filled
in the financial year, then the remaining vacant posts shall
not be carried forward to the post of next year reserved for
players.

Time limit for consideration.- Medals awarded within
three years from the last date of application shall be
considered. Older medals shall not be considered.

Computation of marks.- Selection process shall be based

on marks, in case more eligible application are received as

compared to the advertised number of posts. Computation
of marks is shown in Schedule-I.

Selection Committee.- Scrutiny of the application for the
post of Constable and Sub-Inspector and subsequent
selection process shall be headed by the Chairman of the
selection committee, Additional Director General (SAF).
Members of the committee shall consist of Additional
Director General Inspector general (selection), Inspector
General (Administration), and Director, Sports and Youth
Welfare or his nominated representative.

Selection Procedure.- Candidates applying under these
rules shall have to fulfil all requirements relating to age,
cducational qualifications and physical measurements as
prescribed in corresponding recruitment rules of Madhya
Pradesh Police. They shall have exemption only from written
examination and physical proficiency test. After completing
the whole selection process, list of candidates found fit for
appointment shall be submitted by the selection committee
to the Director General of Police. Character verification and
medical examination of these candidates shall be
conducted, after which competent appointing authority
shall issue appointment orders to the candidates found fit
in all respects.

reservation.- Candidates appointed under these rules shall
be adjusted in the posts reserved for the same
category/class, to which the candidate belongs.

Probation.- Every appointment under these rules shall be

initially on probation for a period of two years. Probation
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17.

period shall be increased if the performance of employee is
found unsatisfactory. He shall be confirmed only after
satisfactory completion of probationary period and then only
he shall be entitled for regular increments.

Exemption from departmental training.- Candidates
appointed under these rules shall be exempted from
departmental training for a period of maximum 6 years for
representing in the National and International tournaments.
This exemption shall be given only when their performance

in such tournaments is good.

18. Responsibilities of Appointed candidates.- Candidates

appointed under these rules are expected to represent
Madhya Pradesh Police or State of Madhya Pradesh in the
National and International tournaments. When their sports
career goes down after some years or otherwise, they shall
perform general police duties in addition to strengthening
sports environment by imparting coaching to other
employees of police department and their children.
Interpretation.- If any question arises relating to the
interpretation of these rules, it shall be referred to
Government whose decision thereon shall be final.
Relaxation.- Nothing in these rules shall be construed to
limit or abridge the powers of the Governor to deal with the
case of any person to whom these rules apply, in such
manner, as may appear to it to be just and equitable:
Provided that no case shall be dealt with in any

manner less favourable to person than that provided in

these rules.

Repeal.- All rules corresponding to these rules and in
respect of matters covered by these rules, in force
immediately before commencement of these rules, are
hereby, repealed:

Provided that any order made or action taken under
rules so repealed shall be deemed to have been made or
taken under the corresponding provisions of these rules.
Savings.- Anything provided in these rules shall not effect
the reservations required to be provided for the Scheduled
Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Classes
according to the rules made in this regard by the State

Government and the orders issued from time to time and

other conditions.
