ORDER

No. F 4-13-2021-XXIX-1—WHEREas, the State Government is of the opinion that it is necessary and expedient
to do so to ensure availability of pulses and edible oil at reasonable prices. Therefore, in exercise of the powers
conferred by Sections 3, 3(1A) and 5 of the Essential Commodities Act, 1955 (No. 10 of 1955) read with G.S.R.
800 dated the 9th June, 1978 and Government of India’s S.O. 2871 (A) dated 19th July, 2021, the State Government
hereby makes the following order, namely:—

1. Short title, extent and commencement.—(i) This order may be called the Madhya Pradesh Essential
Commodities’ Traders (Control) Order, 2021.

(ii) It extends to the whole of Madhya Pradesh.

(iii) This order shall come into force from the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.

2. Definitions.—In this order, unless the context otherwise requires,—

“Trader” means a person or his representative including Whole seller, retailer, "commission agent”,
processer and importer who buys or intend to buy, sell or store the scheduled commodities at
time referred to in schedule "A"; excluding the stock of scheduled commodities produced by him
through individual farming;

"Commission agent” means a person or his representative who carries on the business of buying,
selling and storing for sale on commission on behalf of any other person;

"Processor” means a person or his representative who is involved in processing of the scheduled
commodities mentioned in Schedule "I";

"Importer” means such a person or his representative who imports the commodities mentioned in
Schedule "I";

"Mandi" means the market specified in the Madhya Pradesh Krishi Upaj Mandi Act, 1972
(No. 24 of 1973);

"Scheduled Commodities” means the commodities specified in Schedule-I of this Order;
"State Governmrent” means the Governrent of Madhya Praclesh;

"Form" means the Form appended to this Order.
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3. Restrictions on purchase, sale and storage of scheduled commodities.—(a) Every 'trader’. who stores
the commodities mentioned in Schedule-"I" for, purchase and sale, shall maintain the relevant accounts of the
purchase, sale and storage, the daily stock register, including invoices of purchase and sale and receipt in the
prescribed Form 'A’ and shall produce it on demand at the time of inspection.

(b) Every 'trader’ shall trade in essential commodities physically and shall not deal in such speculative manner
which adversely affects their easy availability in the market.

(c) Every 'trader’, shall display at the entrance of the premises or at any conspicuous place, the price list and
stock of scheduled commodities kept for sale, written in a legible manner in Devanagari script wherein he shall
display separately the price and opening stock of different types of scheduled commodities for each day.

(d Any 'trader, commodity shall not withhold from sale, the scheduled commodities stored for sale. But
in the event of lockdown due to covid-19, there will be exemption from this provision if the premise
is closed.

(¢) Every 'Trader' will ensure to send the details to the Collector and keep receipt of the return in the
prescribed Form 'B' by the 20th of the same month for the fortnight ending on the 15th of the month
and the Sth of the following month of the fortnight ending on the month-end.

() Every Trader shall declare the stock maintain by concerned entities on the portal "fcainfoweb.nic.in" of
department of consumer affairs of the Government of India.

4. Maximum Stock Limit.—Any trader, his agent or servant or any other person doing on his/her behalf
shall not keep the stock more than the stock prescribed by Government of India for a fixed time in schedule-II:

Provided that the time limit fixed by Gol or the amendments in stock limit notified by Gol shall be effective
in the state from the date of its publication in the official Gazette Government of India.

5. Contravention of order.—No trader or his agent or servant or any other person acting on his behalf shall
contravene any of the provisions of this order.

6. Powers of entry/search and seizure etc.—(i) To ensure due compliance of the provisions of this order in
the State, the Additional Chief Secretary / Principal Secretary / Secretary / Commissioner / Director of Department
of Food, Civil Supplies and Consumer Protection, Madhya Pradesh by, himself or any officer authorized by him
within entire state, Additional Director / Joint Director / Deputy Director / Assistant Director / Assistant Supply
Officer / Junior Supply Officer of Department of Food, Civil Supplies and Consumer Protection, Madhya Pradesh
by himself within entire state and the Collector, Additional Collector, Joint Collector, Deputy Collector, Tehsildar,
District Supply Controller, District Supply Officer, Assistant Suppty Officer, Junior Supply Officer, within their
respective district with such assistance as required—

(a) enter any place, premises. vehicle or vessel in respect of which he has reason to believe that a
contravention of this order or the provision thereof has been or is being or is to be done may
require from the owner, occupier or any other incharge person to submit the books, accounts or
other records showing the transaction relating to such violation.

(b) enter, inspect, search or open any place, premises, vehicle or vessel in respect of which he has
reason to believe that contravention of any of the provisions of this Order has been violated or is
being violated or is about to be violated.

() may seize or cause to be seized the register bill book or any documents showing the transactions
relating to such contraventions.

(d) search, seize and remove the stock of scheduled commodities and animals, vehicles, vessels or
other vehicles used for carrying the said scheduled commodities in contravention of the provisions
of this order and thereupon shall take or cause to be taken any measures for its safe custody to
ensure the production of the stock of scheduled commodities so seized and the animals, vehicles,
vessels or other conveyances before the competent court until production is complete.
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(ii) the provisions of the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 (No. 2 of 1974) relating to searches and seizures
shall, so far as may be, apply to searches and seizures under this Section.

7. Exemption.—The State Government may, by general or special order, exempt any class of persons from
all or any of the provisions of this order and may at any time suspend or cancel such exemption.

%  Whole Sellers:-500 mts (with the condition that at a time the quantity of and one type of pulse
does not exceed 200 mts)

¥ Retailer:— 5 mits.

%  Millers-Stock limits shall not exceed last six month's production or fifty percent of installed annual
capacity, whichever is higher.

With respect or above, individual entities shall declare the same on the portal of Department of Consumer
Affairs (fcainfoweb.nic.in) and in case the stocks held by them is in excess of prescribed stock limit,
they shall bring it in to the prescribed stock limit, within 30 days of issue of this notification.

Stock Limit shall not be applicable on import of pulses.

Provided that importers shall declare stocks of pulses on portal of Department of Consumer Affairs
(fcainfoweb.nic. in).
