No. F-23-2-2021-Gen-XIX.—In exercise of the powers, conferred by Section-2 read with Section-4 of the Indian
Tolls Act, 1851 (No. VIII of 1851) in its application to the State of Madhya Pradesh, the State Government is pleased
to grant sanction for levying toll on the following Basic Rates on the roads shown as below, being developed on OMT
scheme, on a per trip per vehicle basis for road or part thereof (Homogeneous Section) with effect from the Commercial
Operation Date (COD) Certificate for the road or part thereof (Homogeneous Section) issued by Madhya Pradesh Road
Development Corporation Limited:—

2. The toll shall be collected by private developer or their agent, selected by Madhya Pradesh Road Development
Corporation Limited. The rates of toll on each toll plaza shall be specified by Madhya Pradesh Road Development
Corporation Limited on the basis of above Rates. The physical location of Toll Plaza and of Homogeneous Section
shall be as per the tender issued by Madhya Pradesh Road Development Corporation Limited.

3. The above rates shall be increased on every Toll Plaza every year on the basis of Wholesale Price Index and
shall be made effective from 1st September of every year, based on the Wholesale Price Index for the year ending on
31st March. The Basic Toll Rates shall be as per the rates notified to be effective as on 01-09-2007. The calculation
of toll increased every year shall be done as per the formula (example) Given below:—

Basic Wholesale Pice Index WPI (A)

(For the year ending 31st March, 2007)

Wholesale Price Index WPI (B)

(For the year ended 31st March, 2008)

Formula for calculation: New Toll Rate (w.e.f. 01-09-2008)= Basic Toll Rate x WPI (B)
WPI (A)

For the coming years, the calculations shall be done as per the above, based on new Wholesale Price Index for
new years, Basic Wholesale Price Index shall be of the year ending 31st March, 2007.

4. Levy and collection of toll on the road or part thereof (Homogeneous Section) shall commence after 45 days
from the date of Concessionaire signing the Concession Agreement in accordance with the provisions of the Concession
Agreement.

5. The Concessionaire shall near the entry point of the Project Highway and near each Toll Plaza on both sides,
prominently display the applicable toll charges for imformation of users approaching from either side of the Project
Highway in both Hindi & English.

6. Unauthorized Collection

(1) In the event that a Concessionaire collects from any person a sum of money not due and payable
hereunder, the Concessionaire shall be liable to refund to such person forthwith the amount so
collected along with a sum computed @ 3% (three percent) of the amount so collected, for each day
from the date of collection till the date of refund, by way of damages. In the event that such amount
together with damages computed in the manner as aforesaid is not paid to such person for any reason
whatsoever, the same shall be deposited with MPRDC within a period of 15 (fifteen) days from the
date of such collection.

(2) Any dispute relating to amounts payable by the Concessionaire under Sub clause (1) clause 6 shall be
settled by the Divisional Manager, MPRDC having jurisdiction over the Project Highway, by
an order in writing and appeal, if any, against such order, shall lie with the Chief Engineer, MPRDC
having jurisdiction over the Project Highway, Bhopal.

(3) Any person aggrieved in connection with collection of toll may lodge a complaint to the Divisional
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Manager, MPRDC having jurisdiction over the Project Highway. The Divisional Manager shall pass
order on such complaint within a period of fifteen days and appeal, if any against such order, shall
lie with the Chief Engineer, MPRDC having jurisdiction over the Project Highway.

7. This notification shall be effective for the entire concession period as per the tender issued by
Madhya Pradesh Road Development Corporation.

8. The State Government further declares that following categories of vehicle shall be exempted from payment
of toll while crossing these roads.

(1) All vehicles belonging to the Government of India, Government of Madhya Pradesh and those on
Government duty;

(2) Vehicle belonging to the Hon'ble Member of Parliament and Member of Legislative Assembly;
(3) All vehicle belonging to the Indian Army;

(4) Ambulances;

(5) Fire Brigades;

(6) Vehicles belonging to the Indian Posts and Telegraph Department;

(7) Tractor-Trolleys used for agriculture purpose;

(8) Auto Rickshaws, Two wheeler and bullock carts;

(9) TFreedom fighters, and Accredited Journalists;

(10) Vehicles belonging to Ex-Member of Parliament and Legislative Assembly;

(11) In Addition to the above, passenger vehicle like Bus, Car/Jeep etc. shall come under the category
of exempted vehicle for payment of toll.

Note:The driver of the vehicle/van so exempted from payment of toll shall state his name, rank and name of duty on
which he is engaged.

9. The roads selected for development on Operation, Maintenace & Transfer (OMT) basis, on which this
notification shall apply, are as given below:—
