In exercise of the powers conferred by section 75.of the Indian
Stamp Act, 1899 (II of 1899), the State Government, hereby, makes
the following amendments in the Madhya Pradesh Stamp Rules, 1942,

namely :-

AMENDMENTS
In the said rules,-
1. In rule 2, for clause (h), the following clause shall be
substituted, namely:-
"(h) ‘e-Stamp or electronic stamp’ means an e-stamp or

electronic stamp as defined in sub-section (11-A) of
section 2 of the Indian Stamp Act, 1899 (No. II of 1899).”.
2. In rule 25, for sub-rule (2), the following sub-rule shall be
substituted, namely:-

"(2) There shall be the following classes of service providers,
namely:-
(a) Individuals;
(b) Banks and Financial Institutions;
(c) Post Offices;
(d) Corporations/Boards wherein at least 51% share is
held by the Central Government or the State

Government;
() A company registered under the Companies Act,

2013(18 of 2013).
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3. Inrule 26,-
(1) For the heading the following heading shall be substituted,
namely:-
"26. License for Stamp Vender/Service Provider.".
(2) For sub-rule (1), the following sub-rule shall be substituted,
namely:-
“(1)  Grant of License for Stamp vendor/Service Provider-

(i) An application for grant of license for a stamp
vendor/service provider accompanied with a non-
refundable fee of rupees Five Thousand only paid
into Government account, shall be made to the
Licensing Authority in Form-A-1/A-2 as the case
may be, through the ESS;

(ii) On receipt of an application for grant of license,
and subject to the provisions of sub-rule(2) and
(3), the Licensing Authority shall examine and
issue under his digital sign, license in Form B or
reject the application with reasons recorded in
writing, within a period of 15 days of date of
receipt of the application:

Provided that where the licensing
authority <does not take decision on the
application for grant of license within the
prescribed period, the license shall be deemed to
have been granted and such license shall be

issued through the ESS in Form B:

Provided further that such license deemed

issued through the ESS shall have the same legal
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effect as license approved and issued by the

Licensing Authority under these rules.”.

(3) For sub-rule (2), the following sub-rule shall be substituted,

namely:-

"(2) Eligibility for Stamp Vendor.-

Any applicant, who-

(a)
(b)

is over 21 years of age on the date of application;

is not employed in any department of the
Government/Government Under  taking/local
Body; and

has passed the Higher Secondary School
Certificate Examination of Madhya Pradesh Board
of Secondary Education or an equivalent

examination from a recognized Institution/Board;

shall be eligible to apply for license under these rules.

(4) For sub-rule (3), the following sub-rule shall be
substituted, namely:-

"(3) Eligibility for Service Provider.- In addition to, having
qualifications mentioned in sub-rule (2), an applicant
who —

(a) possesses an electronic signature as per

(b)

provisions of sub-clause (ta) sub section (1) of
section 2 of the Information Technology Act,
2000, computer, Printer, Biometric device,
Electronic writing Pen, Web Camera, UPS,
Scanner and any other Computer peripherals
specified in Appendix-A and broadband/high
speed internet connection,

is financially able to obtain credit limit for sale of

e-stamps and to provide other related services;
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(c) has knowledge of computer operation,;

(d) is capable of providing services in both Hindi and
English languages; and

(e) has working knowledge of the Indian Stamp Act,
1899 (No. II of 1899) and the Registration Act.
1908 (No. 16 of 1908) and rules made thereunder
shall be eligible to apply for license of Service
Provider:

Provided that in case of applicant applying
for service provider in category mentioned in
clause (b), (¢), (d) and () of sub-rule (2) of rule
25, the above qualifications shall not be
relevant.”.

(5) For sub-rule (4), the following sub-rule shall be
substituted, namely :-

"(4) Duration of license- License of Stamp Vendor and
Service Provider shall be granted or renewed for a
period of five years from date of issue of the license.”.

(6) For sub-rule(5), the following sub-rule shall be substituted,
namely:-

"(5) Renewal of license.-

(i) An application for renewal shall be submitted in
Form A-1/A-2 as the case may be, at least 15
days prior to the date of expiry of a license
accompanied with a non-refundable fee of
Rupees five thousand only paid into Government
account through the ESS.

(ii) On receipt of such application, an auto renewed
downloadable license for S5 years shall be issued

through the ESS in form B.”.

For rule 27, the following rule shall be substituted, namely:-

“Suspension or cancellation of license.—

(1)

(2)

The licensing authority may suspend or cancel a license on

any of the grounds given below:-

(a) for breach of any provisions of these rules or of the

conditions of the license;

(b) for incapability to store sufficient stamps or to keep

(d)

sufficient credit limit for e-stamps and other related
services;

for failure to attend the place of work continuously for
a period exceeding one month without the prior
permission of the licensing authority;

for being guilty of participating in any illegal

transaction or unfair dealings;

(e) for indulging in practice which tends to encourage

(f)

corruption in the office;

for charging amount in excess of what has been
specified;

for any other act of misconduct on the part of the
licensee;

in case the licensee is of unsound mind;

on receipt of orders from the Inspector General of
Registration to discontinue a particular
category/categories of licenses;

for having submitted incorrect, false, insufficient or
irrelevant information on the basis of which license

had been issued or deemed issued.

No order for cancellation of license shall be passed unless

the licensee has been given an opportunity of being heard,
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except in case of cancellation of license on the ground
under clause (i) of sub-rule (1):

Provided that a proceeding for suspension or
cancellation shall be completed within a period of three

weeks from the date of issue of notice to the licensee.

(3) A license may be suspended for a period not exceeding
three months from the date of issue of suspension order
and the license shall automatically be restored on expiry of

such period for which the license was suspended:

Provided that the licensing authority may for reasons
recorded in writing, issue order to revoke order of
suspension and restore license before completion of the
period for which license had been suspended.”.

In rule 28, for thefull-stop, inverted commaand the full-stop,the

colon shall be substituted and thereafter the following proviso

shall be inserted, namely:-

"Provided that no such application shall be entertained
after expiry of sixty days from the date of order of Deputy
Inspector General of registration and the time requisite for
obtaining copy of the said order shall be excluded.".

For rule 34, the following rule shall be substituted, namely:-

"34. Discount and Commission.- The Stamp Vendor who
purchases stamps oOr Service Provider who purchases
credit limit for e-stamps, shall be allowed discount or
commission as the case may be, as notified by the State
Government from time to time:

Provided that the said provision shall remain effective
from 01.11.2014.”.
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7. For rule 35, the following rule shall be substituted, namely:-

"35  Service provider licensed under clause (b), (c), (d), (e) of sub
rule (2) of rule 25 shall not be eligible for receipt of
discount or commission on purchase/sale of stamps
affected by them, except for the discount allowed on
purchase of revenue stamps.".

8 In rule 38, in sub-rule (2), after clause (b),the following clause
shall be inserted, namely:-

"(c) where instruments are only in electronic form, the Service
Provider shall, after receipt of application for purchase of e-
stamps under clause (a) of this sub rule, after verification of
the details provided by the applicant, request for an e-stamp
code through the Electronic Stamping System and on receipt
of the same, shall affix it on such electronic instrument being
stamped, along with details of the name and address of
purchaser, purpose for which e-stamp has been purchased,
value of the stamp, value of transaction if any and the date of
purchase following which such instrument shall be
considered stamped under the Act.”.

9. This amendment shall come into force from the date of its

publication in the Madhya Pradesh Gazette.
