Details of Ward Boundaries

New Ward No. 71

North—Starting from the North-West boundary of Village Chheetapar with its northern boundary line to the
northern boundary of village Tewar and along it the northern boundary of village Pindarai and along
western boundary of village Andhua & Bahadan, crossing the railway line and the the North -East
boundary of village Mohaniya, till the Eastern boundary of village Paraswara.

East—Starting from the eastern boundary of village Paraswara and along the boundary of village Andhua and
along the eastern boundaries of village Kungwa, Tewar, Choukeetal, Dalpatpur and Ramnagra up to
river Narmada.

South—Along river Narmada forming the boundary of village Ramnagra till the western tri-junction and from
the tri-junction of village Dalpatpur and along river Narmada till the western boundary at tri-junction
of village Dalpatpur.

West—From the border of southern tri-junction of village Dalpatpur and along its western boundary towards
north and the tri-junction of Chowkeetal to western boundary of Choukeetal, up to the junction of
village Tewar and along its western boundary to the junction of village Chheetapar and along the
boundary of village Chheetapar up to the north west boundary of village Chheetapar.
