No. F-2-10-2011-1-XXXIV.,—In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to article 309 of the
Constitution of India, the Governor of Madhya Pradesh, hereby, makes the following amendments in the Madhya
Pradesh Public Health Engineering Department Non-Gazetted Service (Conditions of Service and Recruitment) Rules,
1976, namely:—

AMENDMENTS
In the said rules,
1. in rule 8~
(1) in sub rule (1), for clause (a), (b) and (c), the following clauses shall be substituted, namely:—

“(a) He must have attained the age as specified in column (3) of Schedule III and have not
attained the age as specified in column (4) of the said Schedule, on the first day of January
next following the date of commencement of the selection;

(b) The upper age limit shall be relaxable up to a maximum 5 years if a candidate belongs to
Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Classes;

(©) The upper age limit shall also be relaxable in respect of a candidate who is or has been
an employee of Madhya Pradesh Government to the extent and subject to the conditions
specified below:—

(i) A candidate who is a temporary or permanent Government servent should not be more
than 45 years of age. This concession shall also be admissible to work charged
employees and contingency paid employee and employees working in the Project
Implementation Committee;

(>ii) A candidate who is a retrenched Government servant shall be allowed to deduct from
his age the period of all temporary service previously rendered by him up to a maximum
limit of 7 years, even if it represents more than one spell, provided that the resultant
age does not exceed the upper age limit more than 3 years.
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Explanation : The term “retrenched Government servant” denotes a person who was in temporary
Government service of this State or if any of the constituent units, for a continuous period
of not less than six months and who was discharged because of reduction in establishment
not more than three years prior to the date of his registration at the employment exchange
or of application made otherwise for employment in Government Service.”.

(2) after sub-clause (iii) of clause (f), the following note shall be inserted, namely :—

“Note : (1) In any condition maximum age limit will not exceed 45 years including all the
relaxations.

(2) Calculation of maximum age limit shall be done as per the General
Administrative Department Circular No. C-03-11-12-1-3, dated 3 November 2012 and
20 November 2000.”.
