Amendment in Chapter XV of High Court of Madhya Pradesh, Rules, 2008 regarding process fees.

CHAPTER XV
PROCESS AND PROCESS FEES

. At the time of presentation of a case, the process fee at the rate per respondent/non-applicant prescribed
by notification by the High Court, shall be deposited and amalgamated with the Court fee.

2. Whenever notice is ordered to be issued to any party the party at whose instance the notice is to be
issued, supply as many copies of memorandum of appeal, objection, petition or application, as the case may be,
and any affidavit filed in support thereof and in case of a second appeal, the substantial question(s) of law on
which the same is admitted, as there are persons to be served:

. Provided that the time required for obtaining a certified copy. of the order sheet containing the substantial
question(s) of law on which the second appeal is admitted, shall be excluded:

Provided further that in all civil matters, notices to the Public Officers and Corporations shall be sent in the
prescribed forms by registered or speed post or approved courier service-acknowledgement due.

.3. No party to a proceeding other than the State of Madhya Pradesh shall be exempt from the payment of
process fee. '
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4. If the necessary documents are not filed, the case shall be posted as a defective case before the Registrar
who may in his discretion, either grant further time for filing the documents or may direct that the proceedmgs be
placed forthwith before the appropriate Bench for orfers:

Provided that where an interim relief has been granted by the Court in favour of the defaulting party, the
case shall forthwith be placed before the appropriate bench for orders.

5. (1) The process application shall be made in Form No. 27. The application shall state the number and
class of the proceeding, the value of the claim in suit and/or appeal, details of the processes to be issued, and
particulars and full address of the parties on whom the notices are to be served. If the address so given is registered
address within the meaning of Order VII, rule 19 and Order VIII, rule 11 (both Madhya Pradesh amendments) of
the code of Civil Procedure, 1908, the letters “R.A.” shall be placed before the address.

(2) A party desirous of an acknowledgement of the process application shall file the same in duplicate for
the purpose.

(3) The application, referred to in sub-rule (1) above, may be filed in the presentation centre within the period
allowed or may be sent by registered post, addressed to the Registrar, in time to reach the Court within the period
allowed.

6. Where the Court has admitted a writ petition for final hearing, the petitioner shall, for issuing notices to
the respondents, deposit the duly filled notice forms and requisite number of copies of paginated petition, annexure,
index and file-sized envelopes. :

7. True copy of the writ petition together with annexure and affidavit, duly attested by the petitioner or his
advocate, shall be served with the notice.

8. The Section Officer shall, having regard to the state of the file, fix a date to be entered in the notice for
appearance and reply of respondents within the period prescribed by the Court and where the time is not prescribed
by the Court, the date to be so fixed, shall not be beyond eight weeks.

9. If the following criminal cases are admitted for final hearing, notice of the same shall be issued to the
Advocate-General :—

(1) an appeal by an accused person against the decision of a Court of Session;

(2) a petition by a private person for revision of a judgement or order a court of Session;

(3) proceedings regarding the transfer of a case;

(4) an appeal or a reference for confirmation of capital punishment in murder cases;

(5) in all cases of enhancement of sentence when the Court considers that there is a prima facie case therefor.

10. In criminal cases, involving offences punishable with capital sentence but the same has not been imposed
a notice shall issue to the Advocate-General for considering whether an appeal against acquittal or an application
for enhancement of sentence be filed. Cases in which such notice has been given, shall not be posted for disposal
until expiry of two weeks from the date of issue of such notice. If in such a case, the Government gives a notice
of an appeal within the said period of two weeks, the appeal originally filed by the accused and the appeal or
application filed by the Government shall be posted for analogous hearing.

11. (1) Where a notice in a Writ Petition has been issued by registered post-acknowledgement due, prepaid
and properly addressed and neither the envelope containing the notice nor the acknowledgement has been received
back. for a period of 30 days from the date of issue of notice. the office shall presume that notice has been duly
served.
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(2) In such a case, after expiry of aforesaid period of 30 days, the concerned Dealing Assistant shall submit
a report to Deputy Registrar (judicial), who shall after verifying as to whether the envelope, containing the notice
or the acknowledgement has been received in the office and in case it is not so received, shall certify that the
notice has been duly served. Such certification in following format shall be placed before the Court-

“The notice has been duly served, as it was sent by registered post-acknowledgement due, pre-paid and
properly addressed and neither the envelope, containing the notice nor the acknowledgement has
been received back after a period of 30 days from . . . . (the date of issue of notice.)”

ANNEXURE-C
THE HIGH COURT OF MADHYA PRADESH FAMILY COURT RULES, 1988

Rule 9(3)—

(a) Whenever any fresh suit or proceedings is presented before a Family Court, the Family Court,
after registration as per sub-rule (1), at the first instance, shall issue a notice without a copy of
application or petition, as the case may be, to respondent to appear and explore the feasibility of
amicable settlement. The notice shall mention the relief claimed only.

)] ' The Family Court, on appearance of respondent, shall proceed with the procedure laid down under
sub Rule 2 of Rule 6. '

©) If all efforts to arrive at amicable settlement do not yield positive results, the Family Court shall
cause to be delivered a copy of application or petition, as the case may be, to the other party at
the expense of the applicant or petitioner.

1. Short title, extent and commencement- ,
(1) These rules may be called the Levy of Fees for Inspection and Approval of Electrical
Installation (Madhya Pradesh) Rules, 2017.
(2) They shall extend to the whole of Madhya Pradesh.

No inspection Fees shall be payable on medium voltage equipment installed within
high voltage and extra high voltage installation, but fees shall be payable for Booster,
Capacitor Bank, Generator, Reactor, Motor, Transformer, Breaker/Panel installed
within high voltage and extra high voltage installation at the rate as specified in the

schedule of Part-I (2) on each equipment in accordance to their capacity.

For the generator installed in medium voltage/ high voltage/extra high voltage
installation, inspection fees shall be payable at the rate as specified in schedule Part-I
3.

For the approval of drawing of new electrical installation or addition or alteration of
installation, fees shall be payable in advance at the rate of eighty percent of inspection
fees as specified in schedule, provided that Inspection fees shall be separately payable
in the time of inspection .

Inspection fees. for Cinema, X-Ray, High voltage Neon sign tubes, Lift, escalator and
generator, shall be payable in each case separately.

For the internal installation of marriage gardens or halls / nursing homes/hospitals/
hotels/ Shopping malls inspection fees shall be payable at the rate as specified in of
Part-II (one) of schedule and in case of transformers and generators, installed in these
installations, inspection fees shall be payable as specified in schedule part-1(2)

“KiloVolt amperes” or “BHP” or “KVAR” shall be read instead of “Kilowatts”
wherever the machinery or equipment is so rated.

Government water works, sewage pumping stations shall be exempted from the levy of
inspection fee.

For Escalator or Lift installed in medium voltage / hiéh voltage/ Extra high voltage
installation, Inspection fees shall be payable at per the rate as specified in schedule
Part-I11 (II)

Inspection fee for Generator or cooling plants in cinema -installation shall not be
payable separately.

Payment of fees —

The fees shall be paid by the owner or his agent into a Government treasury under the
head ;

Revenue Head for installation ~ : 0043 — Taxes and Duties on Electricity
except cinema : 102- Fees under the Indian Electricity Rules and
Revenue Head for Cinemas : 0043 — Taxes and Duties on Electricity

103- Fees for the Electrical Inspection of Cinemas

And the treasury challan shall be sent to the Electrical Inspector or Assistant Electrical
Inspector .
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13.  The fees shall be paid before the date shown below ;

(1) For existing installations except those coming under category part-II (One) (2)
and (Two) (2), the fees shall be paid before 1* May in each year. The fees
payable by the Madhya Pradesh Poorv /Paschim /Madhya Kshetra Vidhut Vitran
Company Limited, Madhya Pradesh Power Transmission Company Limited and
Madhya Pradesh Power Generating Company Limited for their installations shall

" be paid within one month from the date of receipt of the bill after the inspection.

(2) For installations coming under part-1I (Two) (2), the fee for respective half year
shall be paid before 1% May and 1** November. In case the installation is not in
use on the above dates, the fees for the each half year shall be paid before the

installation is used.

(3)" For the new High Tension/Extra High Tension Generator, installation or new
cinemas including additions or alterations, the fees shall be paid in advance and
the treasury challan shall be send to the Electrical Inspector or Assistant
Electrical Inspector along with application for inspection or approval of such
installation. The inspection fee of the new installation shall be payable at the rate

of 150% as speciﬁ'edl in Schedule Part-I (2)

(4) For other new installations including addition or alteration and seasonal factories,

the fees shall be paid before the installations are brought into use.

(5) Fee payable for additional inspection shall be paid before the date specified by

the Electrical Inspector in each case.

(6) Fees under category part-1 (6) shall be levied only for each subsequent inspection
necessitated due to breach of any of the provision of the Electricity Act, 2003 or
rules or regulation made theirunder, separate fee shall be payable for each service

line tapped from the same pole.

14. In case the fee is not paid before. the dates show in clause (13), the fee payable shall
increase by 20%

15. In Case the inspection or additional inspection is not carried out, the fees paid shall be
adjusted in the subsequent year or half year.

If any new installation is brought into use during the last two months of the financial
year, the annual fee paid shall be deemed to cover the short period of the year in which
the fee is paid as well as the full period of the next financial year.

If any installation is disconnected or dismantled before an inspection is carried out no
fee shall be charged.

" In case of motor or other apparatus for charging purposes installed on trial for a period

not exceeding 15 days, no fee shall be charged.
“year” for the purpose of this notification means a financial year.

The fee prescribed will be payable for each periodical inspection as per frequency of
inspection shown in the schedule. First or initial inspection will be deemed to be the
periodical inspection for the period in which the inspection has been carried out. For
each additional inspection carried out due to breach of any of the provisions of the
Electricity Act,2003 or rule and regulation made there under or the Cinematograph
Rules and Regulations, 50 percent of the previous inspecfion fees will be charged.

Fees for tests of apparatus is levied shall be defined under Part-IV .
