CHAPTER-I1
Registry
Appointment of Registrar and Deputy Registrar.-
(1) The State Government may appoint a person as a
Registrar of the Board who shall not be below the rank
of Additional Collector and also as many Deputy

Registrars as it thinks necessary.
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(2)

The Registrar shall exercise the powers and perform
his duties and functions conferred or imposed on him
under the general superintendence and control of the
President. The Deputy Registrar shall exercise the
powers and perform his duties and functions as

directed by the Registrar.

6. Powers, Duties and Functions of the Registrar.-

(1)

The following powers in relation to proceedings, in
addition to those conferred by other rules are delegated
to the Registrar, -

() to decide all matters relating to service of notice
or other processes and to pass orders dispensing
with notice under these rules or under any other
enactment for the time being in force;

(b) to decide an application, for the correction of
memorandum of appeal, revision or review, as
regards to the description of a party as major or
minor;

(c) to decide an application to appoint or discharge a
next friend or guardian ad litem of a minor or a
person of unsound mind to correct the record
accordingly and to direct for deposit and furnish
accounts of funds for the conduct of the
proceedings;

(d) to direct that in which of the news-papers the
publication referred to in these rules shall be

made, unless specifically directed by the Board;

to require any memorandum of appeal,
application or other document presented to the
Board or to the Registrar to be amended in
accordance with the procedure of the Board,;

to require any person or party to file an affidavit
with respect to an application or the matter in
respect of which the Registrar has power to
exercise any discretion or to make any order;

to call for records and documents from
subordinate Revenue Courts in accordance with
these Rules;

to dispose of requisitions by subordinate Revenue
Court for records and documents;

to dispose of applications for copies of pending
records or part thereof;

to decide application for substituted service;

to dispose of an application for delivery of
documents from the record of a pending case to
the commissioner appointed by the Board, after
complying with the provisions of the order;

to decide an application for engaging a translator
or interpreter from the panel approved by the
President of the Board;

President, in case the record is lost or

irretrievably misplaced,;
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(0) to pass order in all matters in cases pertaining to
default in payment of case fee, furnishing of
address in respect of service of notice, non-
compliance with Registrar's orders in respect of
office matters, submission of service report on
affidavit in case of 'humdust service’, default in
making of identical copies and service of notice,
default of publication charges and non-

compliance of the Board's orders.

Explanation:- Humdust Service’ means a service of
notices as directed by the Board or the Bench to the
appellant or applicant to take notices by hand for

~ serving on opponents.

(2) Where any of the directions of the Registrar made
under sub-rule (1) is not complied with, the Registrar
shall post the matter before the concerned Bench
which may, if deemed fit in the circumstances of the

case, extend time for rectification of the defect.

(3) The Registrar may, at his discretion, refer any matter

under sub-rule (1) to the Board for orders.

(4) Nothing in this rule shall be deemed to authorise the
~ Registrar to make an order of dismissal of a proceeding

for default or for any other reason or to empower the
Registrar to decide a contested application. In the
event of a written contest of such application, it shall

be placed before the concerned Bench.
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7. Permission for correction of clerical errors.-

(1)

The Registrar may permit clerical errors, in any

memorandum of appeal or in memorandum of

objection or in any application, return, rejoinder, reply

or affidavit produced in any proceedings in the Board,

to be corrected on an application. Such correction

shall be made in the case of-

(a) an affidavit, by filing a fresh affidavit of the
affiant;

(b) a document, by the party or advocate producing
the documents.

Every correction made under sub-rule (1) shall be

attested by the Registrar permitting the correction.

Where a document filed is in a language other than an
Indian language or English, it should be accompanied
by a translation in Hindi.

Every appeal, review and revision application shall be
filed with signature of the appellant and the date in a
memorandum form signed and dated by the appellant
or applicant or his recognised agent having power of
attorney or his counsel and if the appellant or
applicant is illiterate, his thumb-mark shall be attested
by the signature of one literate person.

Each such appeal or application for revision shall be
accompanied by a certified copy of the order appealed
against or of which revision is sought. Where such
order is otherwise founded on some other report or
order, a certified copy of such report or order shall also
be filed along with that of the order itself.

CHAPTER-1V

Presentation of Appeals and Applications

10. Presentation of appeals, application for review or revision

and other application.-

(1) Appeals, application for review or revision and other

applications shall be presented: -
(a) at the Board's Headquarters- to the Registrar;

and

(b) at the Circuit Bench - to the Reader of the Bench,

who shall after duly examining the case, in regard
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11.

to compliance of necessary requirements, put up

to the Bench for the orders. On order of the

Bench, the case shall be registered as if it was

put up to the Registrar.

(2) They shall be presented in person by the party or by
his recognised agent or counsel:

Provided that, if the memorandum is signed by
the counsel, it may be presented by his recognised
clerk.

(3) Appeals or application for review or revision may be
presented to the Board online through the portal of
Revenue Case Management System as Pper the
directions issued by the Board from time to time. Such
appeal or application shall be registered as a case and
a date, which shall not be later than fifteen days, fixed
for appearance of the party before the Registrar and an
acknowledgment of registration as well as information
of date shall be issued online by the System.

Application for stay.- A prayer for stay of execution of an

order shall not be embodied in the memorandum of appeal

or application for review or revision, but may be made by a

separate application. Such application shall state whether

an application for stay of execution of the order was made to
the lower court, and if so, with what result.
The application shall be presented in the same manner

in which an appeal is presented.

Endorsement on memorandum of appeal, application for
revision or review etc.-

In case of presentation under sub-rule (2) of Rule 10,

the official receiving the appeal, review or revision
application or other application shall immediately make an
endorsement on it under his signature and designation,
showing who presented it and the date and time of
presentation.
Checking of correctness of case fee.- The Registrar or the
reader of Circuit Bench, as the case may be, shall check the
correctness of the payment of case-fee as notified under
Rule121 of the Madhya Pradesh Bhu-Rajasva Sanhita
(Rajasava Nyayalayon ki Prakriya) Niyam, 2019.

CHAPTER-V
Affidavits

Affidavits.-

(1) The Deputy Registrar authorised for this purpose, a
notary shall administer oaths or receive solemn
affirmations in the case of affidavits to be used in the
Board.

(2) Where an affidavit is filed in a pending case, it shall
mention the institution number and names of the first
party on either side.

(3) Every affidavit containing a statement of facts shall be
drawn up in the first person and divided into

paragraphs numbered consecutively. Each paragraph,

as nearly as possible, shall be confined to a distinct
portion of the subject.

Every person or place referred to in an affidavit shall
be fully described in such a manner as to enable his or
its identity to be clearly established.

The affidavit shall contain no statement which is in the
nature of an expression of opinion or argument.

Every affidavit, filed in the Board, shall be sworn only
by a person who is acql:lainted with the facts of the
case and the person, swearing the affidavit, shall
specify with reference to the numbered paragraphs of
the pleadings what is true to his own knowledge and
what is based on information received and believed by
him to be true and as far as practicable, shall also
state the source of such information.

When the application or the opposition thereto rests on
facts disclosed in documents or copies of documents
produced from any record of Court of Justice or other
source the affiant shall state the source from which
they were produced and his information and belief as
to the truth of the facts disclosed in such documents.
Documents, other than those on the record of the case
referred to in the affidavit shall, as far as possible, be
annexed to it.

Unless it is otherwise provided, an affidavit may be

submitted by any person having knowledge of the

facts.
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(10) When the affiant /deponent in any affidavit speaks to

any fact within his own knowledge, he must do so
directly and positively using the words "I solemnly

affirm and say” or "I state on oath”.

(11) The affiant shall clearly specify -

(a) the portion of his statement based on personal

knowledge; and

(b) the portion based on information believed by him
to be true and in such a case, he shall disclose,
with sufficient particularity, the source or ground

of such information.

15. Correction in affidavit.-

(1)

(2)

All interlineations, alterations or erasures in an
affidavit shall be initialled by the person swearing it
and the person before whom it is sworn. Such
interlineations, alterations or erasures shall be made
in such manner as not to obliterate or render it
impossible or difficult, to read the original matter. In
case such matter has been obliterated so as to make it
impossible or difficult to read it, it shall be rewritten on
the margin and initialled by the person before whom

the affidavit is sworn.

No interlineations, alterations or erasures shall be

made in an affidavit after it has been sworn.
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(3)

The Registrar or the Board may refuse to receive an
affidavit presented before it in which interlineations,
alterations or erasures, appear to be so numerous as
to make it impossible or difficult to read the matter
and therefore it is expedient that the affidavit should

be re-written.

16. Swearing of an affidavit.-

(1)

(2)

Every person swearing an affidavit shall, if not
personally known to the person before whom the
affidavit is sworn, be identified before that person, by
someone known to him and in such case the person
before whom the affidavit is made shall state at the
foot of the affidavit, the name, address and description
of the person by whom such identification was made.
Such identification can be made by a person -
(a) personally acquainted with the person to be
identified, or
(b) who is reasonably satisfied as to his identity by
affixing his signature in token of his identification
in the following form:
"Identified by me.
(Signature)
(Name)"
Where the affiant is a pardanash in woman, she shall
be identified by a person 1;) whom she is known and
before whom she is accustomed to appear unveiled
and such person shall sign the endorsement

prescribed by clause (b) of sub-rule (1).
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(3) (a) The person before whom an affidavit is sworn, shall

ask the affiant if he has read the affidavit and
understood the contents thereof. If the affiant states
that he has not read it or appears not to have
understood the contents or does not know the
language, he shall read and explain it or cause
another person to read and explain to such person in
his presence. Until he is satisfied that the affiant has
fully understood its contents, he shall not allow the

affidavit to be sworn.

(b) Where an affidavit has been so read, translated or

(c)

explained, the officer administering the oath or
receiving the solemn affirmation shall certify in
writing at the foot of the affidavit that it has been so
read, translated or explained in his presence and
that the affiant appears to have understood the same
at the time of making the affidavit and made his

signature or finger-impression in my presence.

Where, -

(i) the affiant refutes the contents of the affidavit;

(ii) the affiant is found to be impersonating;

(iii) the statements made in the affidavit are ex-facie
false; or

(iv) the officer administering the oath or receiving
solemn affirmation, considers it necessary for any

other sufficient reason;
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he shall impound the affidavit and forward it to
the Registrar for such action as he may consider
necessary in accordance with law / rules made

under the law or statute.

(d) Where an affidavit is impounded under this rule,

the officer impounding the same shall certify
thereon the date on which and the circumstances

in which it was impounded.

17. Order to strike out from affidavit.- The Board may order

to strike out from an affidavit filed before it any averment

-which is scandalous, frivolous, vexatious and irrelevant or

which is otherwise an abuse of the process of the Board at

the cost of the offending party.

Endorsement of officer administering the oath.-

() for bringing the legal representatives of a
deceased party on record or for addition of
parties;

(g) for the appointment or discharge of guardian ad

litem or next friend;

application for review or revision on attaining the

age of majority by a minor party;
iy for transfer of any case;

() any other application required by any law for the
time being in force,to be supported by an

affidavit:

Provided that, nothing in this rule shall be
deemed to limit the power of any bench or the

Registrar to call for an affidavit in any matter.

The affidavit accompanying an application for review
made upon the ground of the discovery of new and
important matter of evidence, shall state in clear terms
what such new and important matter of evidence is,
the effect or purport thereof and that the same, after
the exercise of due diligence, was not within the
knowledge of the applicant, or could not be produced
by him at the time when the order was made. The

documents, if any, relied upon shall be annexed to the

application.

The affidavit accompanying an application for stay of
execution of any order shall contain particulars of the
case or proceeding in which such order is passed, the
date of the order and the factsupon which the

application is based so as to satisfy the Board.

(4) The affidavit, accompanying an application for the

rehearing/restoration of a main case or interlocutory
dismissed for application, -
(a) default of appearance, or
(b) non-payment of case-fees, or
(c) failure to take any other step within the specified
time
(i)  shall state the circumstances under which
such default was made, and
(i) whether or not the party whose main case or
interlocutory application was dismissed, had
previous to such dismissal, engaged an
advocate to conduct the main case or

interlocutory application.

Legal practitioners and Recognised clerks

20. Appearance by Legal practitioners.- Appearance before

the Board shall be made either by himself or by the legal
practitioner enrolled under the provisions of the Advocate

Act, 1961 (No. 25 Of 1961) or any other enactment for the

time being in force.

21. Registration of recognised clerks.- The Registrar shall

maintain in the following form a register of all recognised
clerks registered with the Board. Such register shall be

A fee of Rs. 100 for registration as a recognised clerk
and an annual fee of Rs. 100 for renewal of
registration, for a calendar year or part thereof, shall
be payable in respect of each clerk.

No person shall be admitted or continued as
recognised clerk if he is, or acts as, a recognised agent
(mukhtyar) either under a special or general power-of-
attorney of any person other than the legal practitioner
whose employee he is.

No clerk recognised as the clerk of one legal
practitioner shall do business in the Board's office on
behalf of any other legal practitioner, unless permitted
in writing to do so by his employer on special

occasions.

Note:-Two legal practitioners shall not be allowed to engage

a single clerk. If a legal practitioner cannot employ a

separate clerk, he should do his own work. One clerk
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may, however, be allowed for two closely related legal
practitioners.

(6) No clerk employed by a legal practitioner shall be
allowed access to the Board's Office, unless he is a
recognised clerk.

23. Acts of recognized clerk.-

(1) A recognised clerk may act in all matters of a routine
nature which do not require the personal attendance of
a legal practitioner, such as-

(a) to present applications signed by his employer
for-

(i) copies of records;

(ii) return of documents;

(iii) issue of processes;

(iv) payment of incidental costs;

(b) to inspect records, if authorised by his employer
and sanctioned by the Registrar or Reader to the
Bench;

(c) to identify, if required, and if in a position to do
so, persons making inspection of records.

(2) Acts, which the law or these rules require to be done
by a party or his recognised agent, or by the legal
practitioner duly appointed on his behalf, shall not be
allowed to be done by a recognised clerk.

24. Removal of recognized clerk.-

(1) The Registrar, for reasons to be recorded in writing and

after hearing the clerk in his defence if he so desires

may order the removal of any recognised clerk and
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(2)

strike off his name from the register and on the
passing of such order, the clerk shall cease to be
recognised clerk.
The Registrar, may at any time, revise the order passed
by him under sub-rule (1), and may, for reasons to be
recorded in writing, reinstate the person removed or
declare him eligible for registration.
Note-Proceedings under this rule are administrative
and not revenue court proceedings.
No person removed under sub-rule (1) shall be
recommended for registration by any legal practitioner
appearing in cases before the Board unless he has
been declared to be eligible for registration under sub-
rule (2).
The name of a recognised clerk, found on enquiry
under sub-rule (1) using the premises of the Board for
private purposes, such as, preparation of documents
unconnected with any case in which his employer has
been engaged, may be struck off the register.
Whenever a legal practitioner ceases to employ a
recognised clerk, he shall notify the fact to the
Registrar, and shall also briefly state the reason why
he has ceased to employ him. On receipt of his
information, the name of the clerk shall be struck off

from the register.

Preparation of cases

Computer-Sheet.- Every main case shall be accompanied
by the “computer sheet” in Form -1, on ledger paper, duly
filled by the appellant or applicant or by his advocate,
containing the information as required.

Every memorandum of appeal or application for

receipt of use of such service for the same.

No interlocutory application, return/ reply, rejoinder,
affidavit, or documents shall be accepted in the filing
centre without such acknowledgement, proof/ receipt
or endorsement and no undertaking to effect the

Date for hearing happens to be a holiday.- If the date
fixed for hearing under rule 36 or the date to which hearing
is adjourned, happens to be a holiday, the hearing so fixed
or adjourned shall stand fixed or adjourned to the next
working day immediately following such holiday.
