AMENDMENTS

In the said rules;—
(1) In rule 12,:~—
(1) for opening para in sub-rule (1), the following para shall be substituted, namely:—

“ (1)  The State Government shall designated a few or all of the Higher Secondary Schools or
High Schools as Jan Shiksha Kendra in every district for improving the quality of elementary .
and adult education. The Jan Shiksha Kendra shall work as a quality circle for all the schools
of its area.”.

(1) for sub-rule (2), the following sub-rule shall be substituted, namely:—

“(2)  The order of nomination of Higher Secondary school or High School as Jan Shiksha Kendra
shall be issued in Form-7 appended to these rules. The State Government can rearrange
the group of schools coming under the Jan Shiksha Kendra and may seek opinion of the
Rajya Shiksha Kendra, if required.”;

“(4) The Jan Shiksha Kendra shall function in co-ordination with Janpad Shiksha Kendra. ’The
in-Charge of Jan Shiksha Kendra shall work for elementary and adult education and shall
be accountable to the District Shiksha Kendra.”.

(a) Jan Janshikshak shall be selected from amongst Teachers or Adhyapaks;

(b) Only D.Ed/D.P.Ed/BTC/B.Ed./B.Ed(Special Education) trained Persons Shall be selected
for the post of Jan Shikshak.;

(c) age of persons for the Jan Shikshak should be below 52 years;

(d) a person should have minimum 5 years of. teaching experience for selection as Jan
Shikshak. The result of classes taught by him in last 5 years, percentage marks of
graduation, computer skills, training skills, shall also be considered. Person should be
