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No. F 44-31-2011-XX-2.—In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) and (2) of Section 38 of
the Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009 (No. 35 of 2009), the State Government, hereby,
makes the following amendments in the Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Rules, 2011, namely:—

AMENDMENTS
In the said rules, —

1. In rule 4, for sub-rule (1), the following sub-rule shall be substituted, namely :—

“(1) The areas or limits of neighborhood within a school has to be established by the State Government
shall be the area or limit as defined in clause (k) of sub-rule (1) of rule 2:

Provided that if any habitation within the area of the limit of neighborhood has no primary school facility
within a radius of 1 km. and minimum 40 children of 6-11 years of age are available, the
State Government shall provide primary school facility in such habitation:

Provided further that if any habitation within the area or the limit of neighborhood has no middle school
facility within a radius of 3 km. and minimum 12 children of 11-14 years of age are available,
the State Government shall provide middle school facility in such a habitation.”

2. 1In rule 5, for sub-rule (4), the following sub-rule shall be substituted, namely :—

“(4) The State Government shall ensure that free uniform is provided to all children studying in schools
established and owned or controlled by the State Government or the local authority.”
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
