F-No. 11-12-11-Arb.Trb.-2003.—In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 10 of the Madhya Pradesh
Madhyastham Adhikaran Adhiniyam, 1983 (No. 29 of 1983), the Arbitration Tribunal, hereby makes the following
amendments in the Madhya Pradesh Madhyastham Adhikaran Regulations, 1985, namely —

AMENDMENTS
In the said regulations,—
1. In regulation 3, the following shall be added, namely —
“Language of the Tribunal shall be English and may also be Hindi :

Provided that the parties to the proceedings before the Tribunal shall have a right to produce/file documents
drawn up in Hindi, if it is so desired.”.

2. After regulation 10, the following regulations shall be added, namely :——

“10A. After submission of the written reply and rejoinder, if any, the parties on the next date of hearing
shall make admission/denial of the documents placed on record by the opposite party. However,
the denial shall be made on affidavit.

10B. The State Government or the public undertaking, as the case may be, shall furnish the particulars in
Forms A, B, BA, BB, BC whichever is applicable, within a month after filing of the reply :
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Provided that the petitioner shall not be entitled to raise any ground and seek relief on the basis of and in
the light of the particulars, so furnished. He may seck merely the support for the grounds already
raised in specific with the facts and figures.”.

3. In regulation 24, the following shall be added as a separate paragraph namely:—

“Cases with the valuation exceeding Rs. 25 lacs shall be heard by Three Members Bench, therefore, the
petitioner is required to submit in paper book form and in triplicate, copies of reference petition,
petitioner's documents and affidavit evidence; likewise, the opposite party is required to submit
in paper book form and in triplicate, copies of written reply, respondents documents and affidavit
evidence, at least three weeks before the date of final hearing. Each party is also required to furnish
copy of its paper book to the opposite party.”.

4. For regulation 34 the following regulation 34 shall be substituted, namely:—

“24. Public holidays and vacation.-—(1) The chairman, members of the Tribunal and officers and staff of
the Tribunal shall observe all such public and general holidays as are prescribed by the High Court
of Madhya Pradesh, for its observance. However, there shall only be two closed Saturdays for
the tribunal and its office, as have been notified by the High Court as closed Saturdays for the
High Court and its registry. In addition to this, the Tribunal shall observe all such local holidays
or any other holiday, declared by the Government or local authority from time to time.

(2) (a) The Chairman shall be entitled to 15 days summer vacation and one week winter vacation in one
calendar year, during the vacation period as may be notified by the High Court as its vacation
period, in addition to the usual earned leave admissible to him under the rules. The Chairman shall

give intimation to the Government of the period during which he would avail vacation.

(b) After publication of the calendar by the High Court containing list of holidays and vacation, the Tribunal
shall also notifiy its vacation period in the Gazette.”.

5. For regulation 36, the following regulation shall be substituted, namely:—
“36. The Chairman of the Tribunal while sitting on board shall wear white dress with black coat, band and
gown. The Judicial Member shall wear white dress with black coat and band. The Technical
member shall wear sober dress with coat and tie.”.
