Now, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by Section 71 of the Madhya Pradesh Vat Act, 2002
(No. 20 of 2002), the State Government, hereby, makes the following amendments in the Madhya Pradesh Vat
Rules, 2006, namely :—

AMENDMENTS
In the said rules,—

(1) inrule 76, in sub-rule (2), for the full stop, the colon shall be substituted and thereafter the following
proviso shall be inserted, namely :—

“Provided that where application with all details as mentioned in Form 59 is submitted electronically,

an electronically generated e-transit pass containing particulars as may be decided by the
Commissioner, shall be issued.”.

electronically.”.

4) In Form 10, in Annexure 6, in column (58), for the words “Name and address”, the words*“Name
