Water (Prevention and Control of Pollution) (Consent) Madhya Pradesh Rules, 1975 namely :-

In the said rules, -

AMENDMENT

1. In Rule 4. sub Rule (5) the following clause shall be substituted, namely :-

"Application from shall be duly accompanied by the consent fee as specified in the

following Table-One by industries/institutes/units. where as for mines application

from shall be accompanied with fees as specified in Table-Two. The administrative

fees -chargeable by the State Board for conducting public hearing for projects or
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activities listed in the Schedule of Environment Impact Assessment Notification,

S.0. 1533(E) dated 14.09.2006 shall be as per the Table-Three.

1.  The consent to establish shall be valid for 5 years from the month of its issuance.
After five year, in case of no construction/establishment by the
industry/institutes/unit have to again new consent to establish shall have to be

obtained and fee will also be payable.

2. The computation of fee shall be rounded off to whole number of next Rs. 100/-

i.e., if the fee computed is Rs. 101/- for any industry/i'nstitutes/uhit, fee of Rs
200/- shall be payable.

3. In computation of fee, the Total Investment means 'Gross block} of investment in
fixed assets without depreciations' by industries/institutes/units. For stand alone
water treatment plants/sewage treatment plants installed by urban local
bodies/establishments, the consent fee will be calculated on the basis of 0.02% of
the Total Cost of the plant which will not be less than a minimum of Rs. 25,000/.

4. Refund of Fee : No fee shall be refunded once the consent is granted. In case, the

consent is not granted, if the applicant makes a demand for its refund, after

deduction of 50% amount as administrative expenses, balance amount will be
refunded. This will be considered only when the industry/institutes/unit has not

undertaken any activities of establishment at that site.

After five year, in case of no start of work by the mine have to again obtain new
consent to establish and fee will also be payable.

In area based fee computation, the area in fraction of a hectare shall be rounded
off to next whole hectare for levy of fees, For example 1.051 hectares mine shall
have to pay fee for 2.0 hectares.

Refund of Fee : No fee shall be refunded once the consent is granted. In case, the
consent is not granted, if the applicant makes a demand for its refund, after
deduction of 50% amount as administrative expenses, balance amount will be
refunded. This will be considered only when the mine has not undertaken any

activities of establishment at that site.

1.  For consent/renewal, an application with fee shall be made six months prior to
the expiry of its validity. If application for consent/renewal is made after the
expiry of its validity, late fee shall be imposed, which shall be 2% of
Consent/Renewal fee per month.

2. The computation of fee shall be rounded off to whole number of next Rs. 100/-
ie., if the fee computed is Rs. 101/- for any industry/institutes/unit, fee of
Rs 200/- shall be payable.

3. In computation of fee, the Total Investment means 'Gross block of investment in

fixed assets without depreciations’ by industries/institutes/units. For stand alone
water treatment plants/sewage treatment plants installed by urban local
bodies/establishments, the consent fee will be calculated on the basis of 0.02% of

the Total Cost of the plant which will not be less than a minimum of Rs. 15,000/.

4. For Total Investment, balance sheet/ certificate from C.A. or self certification by
Director of the industry/institutes/unit shall be acceptable. For the current

financial year, the copy of certificate of the ‘last financial year only will be

accepted. After every three years it will be necessary to submit copy of the
audited balance sheet.
