Presiding officer, either on the objections or suo-moto, after carrying
out further summary inquiry, if any, that seems necessary to him,

The decision of the Presiding Officer shall be final.

The Presiding Officer, after the scrutiny of the nomination forms, shall’

Each councillor present in the meeting shall be given a ballot paper

" of (x) against the candidate to whom he wishes to vote. No Councillor

shall vote for more than one candidate. After this the ballot will be
folded and the vote will be casted in the box.

Assistance in voung to illiterate, blma and senile councillors.—

If a Councillor who is 1111terafe blmd or senile and is unable to rcad

the name of the candidate or is unable to mark the ballot as per
his/her choice without any assistance, then the Presiding Officer shall
give permission to such a. Councillor to carry any of his/her

_companion, who is not less than 18 years of age, with his/her in to

the voting room to put the mark as per his/her choice as per sub-rule

(4) of rule 10 against the name of the candidate:

Provided that no person shall be allowed to work as a

companion with more than one Councillor:

Provided further that before allowing any person to work as a

companion of any Councillor, he/she shall be required to make this

declaration in Form-B that he/she has not worked with any

Councillor as compamon

‘Provided also that the voter shall not get the benefit of illiteracy,
if he/she has a certificate of being litérate and the physmal disability

shall be such that he cannot vote, and if the voter is handicapped

then it is necessary to produce disability certificate,

The Presiding Officer shall keep the record of all the cases under this

‘rule.

" and arrange the ballots related to each candidate.

After completion of counting of votes, if the number of votes received
by any of the candidates are found to be equal and if by adding a vote
to the votes of any of therh-, that candidate shall become entitled to be
declared elected then the Presiding Officer shall make the decision
forthwith by puttmg in a manner that he -may determine and

shall take the next actlon assuming the person whose name has been

found in lot, have got an additional vote.

14, Declaration of election results.-

On the completion of counting of votes the Presiding Ofﬁcer, subject

to the provisions of rule 13, if and to the extent that are

applicable to the particular case shall declare the candidate getting
most valid votes elected and shall prepare complete and certify the

return of the election.
15. Maintaining the secrecy of voting.-' :

postpone the election till the date to be fixed later, where the

election is thus withheld by the Presiding Officer, "he will
immediately inform it to “the District Collector and Authorized

Officer”.
(2) Wherever the election under sub-rule (1) is postponed, the District

Collector shall immediately inform the Madhya Pradesh State

Election Commission.
