Planning Commission” to “Madhya Pradesh State Policy and Planning Commission”.

1. The Madhya Pradesh State Policy and Planning Commission shall carry out the following activities and
responsibilities:—

To prepare long term and annunal action plans of the departments for selected schemes in co-
ordination with the concerned departments. The selected schemes mean such schemes which are
important for the overall development of the state. The department concerned shall be responsible
to make suitable financial provisions in the budget of the state on the basis of the annual targets
fixed for such schemes. '

To review the prevalent policies and schemes of the departments on different subjects and to
provide advise to change or improveless effective schemes on the basis of such review.

To act as Planning and Policy Advisor to different Government Departments and public
undertakings. For this purpose, the Commission may seek services of subject matter specialists or
institutes by out sourcing on contract basis. In this role the Commission shall advise the
departments in regard to starting of new schemes and for developing an effective procedure for
implementing the existing and new schemes.

To evaluate the financial resources of the state. For this purpose, the Commission shall estimate
the potential of the revenue generation of the state under different heads. With respect to such
receipts in previous years and the trend, whether increasing or decreasing, thereof, and shall provide
technical advise to increase the revenue. After due consideration on such technical advisory, the
Finance Department shall take appropriate decision.

To give technical advice for reducing the burden of debt caused due to borrowing by the State
Government from Financial Institutions to fulfil the requirement of expenditure on infrastructure
development and other necessary expenses. For this purpose, the Commission shall examine the
prevalent arrangements in other states in this regard. The decision in the matter shall be taken by
the Finance Department after due consideration of such technical advice.

2. Supervision, evaluation and monitoring of the selected projects and schemes:

Sustainable Development Goals.—To prepare the action plan in co-ordination with the concerned
departments for achieving the 17 Sustainable Development Goal§ (SDGs) fixed by the United
Nations Organization and to monitor their execution by the departments.
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(ii) Aspirational Districts and Aspirational Blocks.—To identify backward sectors in Aspirational
Districts of* the state selected by NITI Aayog and Aspirational Blocks selected by the State
Government in Education, Health, Infrastructure, Agriculture & Allied Services, Skill Development
and Social & Economic Inclusion sectors and to provide advisory to the concerned departments
for improvement.

(iit) CM Dash Board.—To prepare and maintain CM Dash Board for review of important schemes
‘ selected by the Hon’ble Chief Minister and the Chief Secretary of the State.

@iv) To Monitor and evaluate the selected schemes and projects of different departments of the State
Government and to make recommendations for their effective implementation.

3. Knowledge, Research and Innovation—The Madhya Pradesh State Policy and Planning Commission shall
act as a Think Tank of the State Government keeping in view the aim of creating a bright future of the state. For
this purpose, the Commission shall identify the efforts being made for Good Governance and innovative successful
practices to provide strategic advice to the concerned departments for their expansion and replication. The
Commission shall study non-conventional innovative practices undertaken at the national and international level and
shall advice about their usefulness and relevancy in State context. The different departments of the state may, at
their own level also, submit the proposals of innovation, to the Commission and after examining the proposals the
Commission shall give suitable advice to the concerned departments. For this purpose, the Commission may in
_addition to the consultants engaged on contract, may create partnership on research and development with Universities,
Research Institutions, International Development Institutions NGOs and Corporates etc. to provide the advice.

4. The implementing agency of the NITI Aayog, (Govt. of India)—The Madhya Pradesh State Policy and
Planning Commission shall act as an implementing agency of NITI Aayog in the State in context of the directions/
suggestions given by the Government of India and shall act as representative nodal agency in the context of the
state, keeping in view all the responsibilities of Government of India. The Madhya Pradesh State Policy and Planning
Commission shall study the reports and rankings issued by the Government of India from time to time and shall
research the position of the State in regard to the S.D.G. ranking, State Development Index, Human Development
Index etc.

5. Co-ordination with various institutions.—The Commission shall take necessary action in co-ordination
with various National and International Institutions such as UNDP, UNICEF, Social Organisations and Voluntary
Organisation etc. for the Development Works of the State.

6. Recommendation in Finance Committees.—The representatives of the Commission shall submit their
opinion in the meetings of Finance Committees such as SFC, EFC and PSC constituted to recommend sanction of
projects of different departments. In such meetings, the opinion of the representative of the Commission shall not
be treated as binding opinion of the Commission.

7. Composition.—In accordance with the composition of NITI Aayog (Government of India), Madhya Pradesh,
State Policy and Planning Commission will comprise the following:—

1. Chief Minister, Government of Madhya Pradesh — Chairman
2, Vice President, State Policy and Planning Commission — Vice-Chairman
3. Minister, Planning Economic and Statistics — Ex-officio Vice Chairman
4, Minister, Finance Department — Ex-officio Vice Chairman
5. Three persons having special knowledge in various — Part time member
fields (nominated by the Hon’ble Chief Minister)
0. Chief Secrétary, Government of Madhya Pradesh — Member
7. Additional Chief Secretary/Principal Secretary, — Member
Finance Department.
8. Additional Chief Secretary/Principal Secretary, — Member-Secretary

Planning Economic and Statistics Department.
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8. It shall be mandatory for all the departments to act in accordance with the advice given by the Commission.
However, the Commission prior to finalising such advice, shall have consultation with the concerning departments
and shall consult the Finance and General Administration Departments also, if so required. The Minister in charge
of the concerned department shall also be invited in the meeting to be organised for taking the decision by the -
Commission for such advice and only thereafter such advice shall be finalised. If the concerned department is not
agreeable to the advice given by the Commission, it shall have to obtain a Cabinet decision for not implementing
such advice.
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
