Notice/28-Khandwa/1813 dated 22.03.2020 it has been stated that Shri Rukum Shah has not
submitted any representation or a statement of correct account of his election expenses, duly
signed along with original vouchers etc. till date. Further, he has neither furnished any reason nor
explanation for the said failure even after receipt of the due notice to the Election Commission of
India as well;

AND WHEREAS, Commission is satisfied that Shri Rukum Shah has failed to lodge an
account of election expenses and has no good reason or justification for the failure;
