No. F-06--01-2021-111-Jail.—In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 59 of the Prisons Act, 1894
(No. 9 of 1894), the State Government, hereby, makes the following further amendments in the Madhya Pradesh
Prisons Rules, 1968, namely :—

AMENDMENT

In the said rules,—
1. In rule 339, for sub-rule (2) and (3), the following sub-rules shall be substituted, namely :—

“(2) In such cases of release of prisoner on appeal, on bail in cases of trial on payment of fine
or in cases of producing security etc., in which power of legal detention expires at the
moment of deliver of the order of Court [By Registered Post of Authorised person of Court
or through FASTER (Fast and Secured Transmission of Electronic Records) SYSTEM] if
Deputy Superindents is not present, then Assistant Superintendent shall release prisoner on
his own responsibility and shall also endores warrant and other record of prisoner by
stamping and singning, in order to execute the process of release.

(3) In case of receipt of warrant for the release of such prisoner, who has been transferred to some
other jail, it shall at once be forwarded under a registered cover or through jail's authorized
E-mail ID to the authorized E-mail ID of the transferred jail, through FASTER (Fast and
Secured Transmission of Electronic Records) SYSTEM, to the jail in which the prisoner is
confined and the same shall forthwith be intimated to the Court concerned.”’.

2. For rule 349, the follwing rule shall be substituted, namely :—
%349 Prisoners are not to be release via telegram—

“No Prisoner shall be released on the authority of a telegram. Release orders and bail bonds will
be sent by Hon'ble Courts throgh FASTER (Fast and Secured Transmission of Electronic
Records) SYSTEM, or through any other medium authorized by the Hon'ble Courts and the
post or through the peon of the court. If such documents are brought by any private person
than such documents should not be accepted at the prison office."".
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
