No. CT-11-0009-2022-See-1-V (CT) (20).—In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to
Article 309 of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Madhya Pradesh, hereby, makes the following
amendments in the Madhya Pradesh Commercial Tax Department sub-ordinate Taxation Service (Class-III
Executive) Recruitment Rules, 2007, namely :—

AMENDMENTS

In the said rules, in Schedule-V,
1. Inclause 4, for sub-clause (b), the following sub-clause shall be substituted, namely :—

“(b) In the written examination or online exam ination there shall be two papers of 150 marks
each. For the period of 2:30 hours each.Minimum 50 percent marks in each paper shall be
obtained for qualifying the examination. Scheduled caste and scheduled tribe employees
shall obtain minimum 45 percent marks in each paper.”

2. Inclause 4, after sub-clause (c), the following sub-clause shall be added. namely :--

“(d) 10 additional marks shall be given to the employees who have been awarded Vikram
Award by the Goverment of Madhya Pradesh or Arjuna Award/Dronacharya Award/
Dhyanchand Award/Tenzing Norgay National Adventure Award by the Government of
India or have won medals in Olympic/Asian Games.”

3. In clause (5), for sub-clause (2), the following sub-clause shall be substituted, namely :—

“(2) Out of 20 Marks for each years character role, every candidate shall be given the marks as
