(1) of rule 67 of the Minerals (Other than Atomic and Hydrocarbon Energy Mine_rals)
Concession Rules, 2016, and in pursuance of the guidance issued by the Ministry of Mines,

‘Government of India, vide letter dated 6h May, 2024, the State Government, hereby, notifies

the Gurhar Pahari Gold Mining Block, area 149.30 hectares located in village Medwa, Tehsil
Chitrangi, of District Singrauli, for carrying out prospecting work (24 boreholes) in favor of

the preferred bidder, M/s Kundan Gold Mines Private Limited, Gurugram, Haryana. The

details of the area and the conditions are as follows:

1. Prospecting work shall be carried out by the preferred bidder through a specified or
notified exploration agency under the second proviso of sub-section (1) of section 4 of
the Mines and Minerals (Development and Regulation) Act, 1957 (67 of 1957).

2. The cost of the proposed exploration shall be borne by the preferred bidder and will
be paid to the authorized exploration agency on mutually agreed terms. No
reimbursement claim shall be made from the State Government.

3 The duration of the prospecting work shall be from the date of issue of the notification

till 20.03.2026. The exploration report shall be submitted by the authorized
exploration agency to the State Government and Indian Bureau of Mines within 60

days of completion of the prospecting work.
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4. As per the provisions of sub-rule (6) of rule 10 of the Minerals (Auction) Rules, 2015,
the preferred bidder shall not be entitled to any relaxation in the time limit for
execution of the mining lease.

5. The preferred bidder shall not demand any change in the terms and conditions for
grant of mining lease based on the outcome of such exploration.

6. The Value of Estimated Resources (V.E.R.) of the mineral block shall not be reduced
on the basis of the results of the proposed additional exploration. However, in case of
increase in additional resources in the block, the V.E.R. of the block shall be revised
upwards and the preferred bidder shall be required to submit additional/increased

upfront payment and performance security.

7 If the preferred bidder surrenders the mineral block after completion of the proposed
additional exploration, the preferred bidder shall continue to be bound by the same
provisions as if the surrender had been made without additional exploration.

8. Since the Gurhar Pahari mineral block is a complete forest area, prospecting work
shall be started only after obtaining prior permission under the provisions of the
Forest Conservation Act, 1980 (69 of 1980). No prospecting work shall be carried out

in prohibited areas.

9. The preferred bidder shall inform the Director, Geology and Mining, Government of
Madhya Pradesh, Bhopal, Indian Bureau of Mines and Collector, District Singrauli
about the commencement of prospecting work in the notified area.

10.  If the availability of new minerals is established in the notified area after prospecting
work, the preferred bidder shall inform the same as per rules.

11.  Prospecting work shall be carried out only after obtaining the consent of the
landowner as required in the area.

12 The State Government shall have the right to all geological data generated during the
: prospecting work. Borehole core after analysis shall be deposited in the Regional
office, Rewa.

13. The preferred bidder shall be bound by all the conditions imEosed by Ministry of
Mines, Government of India vide their permission letter dated 6 May, 2024.

14. The notification may be revoke, if any violation of these rules etc, is found during
prospecting work in the said area.
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
