WHEREAS, the said notice was received by the candidate on 30" July 2024. The Acknowledgment receipt has
been submitted to the Commission by the District Election Officer, Bhopal vide its letter No. 3061498 FHI

fa=7-2023/2024 dated 3™ September 2024; and,

WHEREAS, the District Election Officer, Bhopal in his Supplementary Report dated 3rd September 2024
vide its letter 3061/fa4M 9w fHaT=-2023/2024, dated 3rd September 2024; has reported that Waseem Khan,
has neither submitted any representation nor any statement of account of election expenses. Further, after receipt of
the due notice of the Election Commission of India he has furnished neither any reason nor explanation for the
said failure; and,
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WHEREAS, the Commission is satisfied that Waseem Khan, has failed to lodge the account of election expenses
and has no good reason or justification for the failure;

WHEREAS, Section 10A of the Representation of the People Act, 1951 provides that :—

“If the Election Commission is satisfied that a person—

(a) has failed to lodge an account of election expenses within the time and in the manner required by
or under this Act; and

(b) has no good reason or justification for the failure,

the Election Commission shall by order published in the Official Gazette, declare him to be disqualified
and any such person shall be disqualified for a period of three years from the date of the order”;

Now THEREFORE, in pursuance of Section 10A of the Representation of the People Act, 1951, the Election
Commission of India hereby declares Waseem Khan,, resident of 3, Gali No. 1 to 6, Sharda Nagar, Bhopal, a
contesting candidate from 150-Bhopal Uttar Assembly Constituency, of the State of Madhya Pradesh in the General
Election to the Legislative Assembly 2023 to be disqualified for being chosen as and for being a member of either
House of the Parliament or the Legislative Assembly or the Legislative Council of a State or Union Territory for a
period of three years from the date of this order.
