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The following draft of amendments in the Board of Secondary Education Madhya Pradesh
Regulation, 1965, which the State Government proposes to make in exercise of the powers conferred by
sub-section (1) and (2) of section 28 of the Madhya Pradesh Madhyamik Shiksha Adhiniyam, 1965 (No.
23 of 1965) is hereby published as required by sub-section (3) of section 28 of the said Act for the
information of all persons likely to be affected thereby and notice is hereby given that the said draft of
amendments shall be taken into consideration on the expiry of 15 days from the date of publication of
this notice in the Madhya Pradesh Gazette.

Any objection or suggestion which may be received from any person with respect to the said
draft of amendments on or before the expiry of the period specified above shall be considered by the

State Government.

DRAFT OF AMENDMENTS

In the said regulations,-

1. for Chapter XIX, the following Chapter shall be substituted, namely:-
"CHAPTER XIX-SECOND EXAMINATION

139. The Board of Secondary Education, Madhya Pradesh shall conduct two examinations for High
School and Higher Secondary (as far as possible, Main Examination in February-March and
Second Examination in July-August every year). )

Such students who are going to appear in the Second Examination, till the result of the
Second Examination is declared, may be given provisional permission by the Principal of the
Institution affiliated to the Board or Mahavidyalaya to take admission in the next higher class at
their own risk and in case such candidates are declared passed in the Second Examination, their
attendance shall be counted.

140. For such students, who are absent/fail in one or more subjects in the result of first Board
Examination, may appear in the Second Examination and candidates who have passed in any
subject may also appear for improvement in marks.

141.  Students, who have passed the First Examination shall also be eligible to appear in the Second
Examination in one or more subjects.

142. In practical subjects, a student shall be eligible to appear only in the fail part of

practical/internal examination of First Examination.
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143. To appear in the Second Examination, it shall be mandatory for the student to submit the
examination application form along with the prescribed fee, but permission to change opted
subject by the student in the First Examination shall not be granted during the Second
Examination.

144. The result of the Second Examination shall be published by the order of the Chairman and no
Result Committee Meeting is required.

145.  The students who have appeared in the Second Examination may apply for re-totalling of marks,
as per the provisions of the Board.

146. The Board of Secondary Education may, from time to time, issue detailed instructions regarding
Second Examinaiton with the approval of the Examination Committee.".

2, In Chapter XXVI, in regulation 197, in item D, for the word "Supplementary", the word "Second"
shall be substituted.
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
