. Representation of the Peoples Act, 1950 (hereinafter referred to

as “the Act’).

The crux of the Petitioners’ case is that the Respondent
submitted a false declaration in his affidavit, which he
submitted along with his nomination papers, by not disclosing
his properties. It is also challenged on the ground that the
Respondent has not disclosed correctly his educational

qualifications in the affidavit.

The Petitioners have stated in paragraph 5 of the election

petition that they are the voters of the Singrauli constituency
and that the name of the Petitioner No.1 is recorded in Part I of
the voters list of village Jamua, Tahsil Singrauli, and finds its |
place at serial number 41. The Petitioner No.2 finds his name
recorded in Part I of the voters list of village Karkosha, Tahsil
Singrauli, and finds its place at seﬁal number 92.

income tax returns.

Thus, it is alleged by the Petitioners in paragraph 9 of the
election petition that the houses were duly constructed by the
Respondent and were not his ancestral properties as the

In paragraph 10 of the election petitidn, the Petitioners have
alleged that the Respondent “is not literate® and he has given

7 of his deposition, this witness states that according to his
knowledge, the Respondent has not given correct information
relating to his educational qualification in the affidavit
accompanied by his nomination form.

In paragraph 10, this witness has
further stated that those houses are the self-acquired property
of the Respondent. He further states that the income revealed by

the Respondent in hxs income tax returns are not adequate

enough for the Respondent to acquire the two houses worth .

It would be relevant to mention here, that this

alleation is unsubstantiated by any decumentary evxdence to
establish that the cost of the said properties are two crores. In

is approximately 2 crores® which itself would reveal that the
ﬁgum of two crores stated by the Petitioners is speculative and
the cost of the houses declared by the Respondent as rupees one
crore and seventy lakhs is, in terms of approximation, close to

rupees two crores.

Paragraph 11 of the statement pertains to corrupt practices,
which is already been given up by the learned counsel for the
Petitioner. Under the circumstances, this Court refrains from
referring to those parts of the statement of the witness
pertaining to corrupt practices. In cross-examination, this
witness has admitted that the Mayéram College is administered
by the late Vaishya Mayaram Shiksha Samiti. However, he
denies the suggestion that the property on which the coliege
stands belongs to the society and not to the Respondent. With
regard to the knowledge of this witness about the affiliation of

He is the Assistant Teacher at the
Government Primary School at Medhauli, District Singrauli.
Interestingly, this witness has been examined both as P.W.8 and

D.W.2. As P.W.2, he has praduced before this court the

- admission-register of the Government Primary School,

Medhauli, between 26/12/1956 and 0}/07/ 1964, marked as
Article A-1, which oniy refers the date on Which a student joins
the school. On the basis of the said register, this witness states
that at serial number 85 of Ex. P/14 between marks *A” to “A”
are the details pertaining to the Respondent, He also states that
the Respondent left the school on 31/03/1956. This witness

states that it is correct to suggest that there are no columns in

Article A-1 {admission-register) in which it is disclosed as to

which class the student has passed. Gulab Singh has once

again been examined before this court but this time, however,
as D.W.2 on 07/03/17. In paragraph 3 of his examination-in-
chief on behalf of the Respondent, he has stated on the basis of

record that the Respondent passed Class V in February 1964.

P.W. 9 is Bhupendra Singh. He is a Patwari of Medhauli village.”

P.W.10 is Yashveer stngh Tomar. In his examination-in-chief
he says that he was the Tahsildar at Waidhan, District
Singra:ili. He has produced before the Court, the affidavit given
by the Respondent No.1 along with his nomination form dated
04/11/08. The said document has been marked as Article-A.
This witness has clarified that the said affidavit was not
produced along with the nomination form on 04/11/08 but
however, was produced on 05/11/08. On Article-A on portion
marked A-A, this witness states it is the signature of the then
SDO K.D. Tripathi, who was the Returning Officer, He further
states that he was able to recognize the signature of Mr. K.D.
Tripathi as he has worked under him. No questions have been

put in cross-examination of this witness.

D.W.1 Ram Lallu Vaishya. This Respondent says that he has
been in the political arena since the year 1980-81. In the year

2004, as a candidate of the Bhartiya Janata Party (BJP), he won

from the Singrauli constituency. He states that he has studied .

in the Government Primary School at Medhauli till 1.7.1964

which is marked as Ex. D/1-C and the original was returned to

the Respondent after comparing it with the copy.

D.W. 1 further states that after leaving the Government Primary
School at'Medhauli, the Respondent went to the Government
Higher Secondary School at Waidhan and took admission there
on 01/07/1964. He studied there oniy for three months and
from 30709/ 1964 till 1966 he studied at the Government Middle

School, Shahpura, from Class VI to Class VIII. He has produced

_ the original certificate, which is marked as Annexure /2, and

its coi)y has been marked as Ex. D/2-C, He further states that
he had taken the examination of the Madhyama Visharadh in
the..year 1982,‘ which was conducted by the Hmdl Sahitya
Sammelan, Allahabad, from the Kala Vidhi Mahvidyalaya at
Singrauli. He stated that he passed the said exam and produced
the original mark-list, which is Ex.

D/3-C. In the year 1987, he is stated to have
passed the Uttama exam conducted by the Hindi Sahitya
Sammelan, Allshabad, and the original mark-list has been

" marked by this court as Ex. D/4 and its photocopy as Ex D/4~ :

C. In paragraph 5 of his in-chief, he states that h.ls father wasa. "

farmer and that he passed away in the year 1955-56. He states
that his father had about 112 acres of land with him. The land
at vzllage Medhauli was an agricultural land which was

approximately 86 to 87 acres. He has produced the reg;.ster
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relating to consolidatiqn for the year 1958-59, which has been
marked as Ex. B/6 and its photocopy as Ex. B/6-C. Between
the years 1977 and 2003, this land was acquired by the
Northern Coalfields Limited and the NTPC. He states that he
received about rupees forty lacs in compensation. .The
documents relating to the receipt of compensation have been
filed from Ex. D/7 till Ex. D/17. Besides the aforementioned
lands, on 25/06/1986, through a family settlement, he received
45 acres of land. The original deed of surrender has been

marked as Ex. D/18 and its photocopy as Ex. D/18-C,

_ Between the years 1991 and 2003, the Respondent says that he

sold these 45 acres of land. All the said lands were sold by a
registered sale-deeds. There are 105 such sale-deeds and he has
produced the certified copies of them, which are marked from
Ex. D/19 il Ex. D/123. From these 105 sale-deeds, the
Respondent says he received about rupees forty-two lacs as
consideration. He says the Rin Pustika, in relation to these 45
acres of land, is Article “2° herein. In the Rin Pustika, the
Respondent states that the description of all the sale-deeds

executed by him are mentioned. Inv cross-examination, the

qualifications. He further states that in the affidavit to the 2008
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Assembly elections, he had stated that the land on Khasra
1n08.61 and 67/2 of village Nigahi is his own property. He says
in this affidavit that earlier his wife’s name Gulabi was entered,
which was later struck-off, He further states that it is wrong to
suggest that he has stated in his affidevit that Khasra nos.346,
347, 410 and 411 are in the name of his wife. He volunteers the

statement that the said properties are in his own name.

In the course of arguments, learned counsel for the Respondent

has stated that this portion of the evidence must be excluded
from reckoning as there is no pleading to this effect in the
election petition itself.

He further states

" that in his affidavit he has not given the details as to which of

the properties of his were self-acquired and which were

The contents of paragraphs 11,12 and 13 of the deposition,

which is sought to be relied upon by the learned counsel for the

Petitioner is not being considered by this Court as there are no’

corresponding pleadings relating to the same in the election
petition and even though the same has been elicited in the

course of the examination-in-chief, they cannot be considered.

The cross-examination of this witness is brief from paragraphs

- 33 to 37, he has been cross-examined with regard to his

educational qualifications. In paragraph 38, the witness has
denied that the facts given by him relating to his educational
qualifications and his property are incorrect.

D.W.2 Gulab Singh is a teacher from the Government Primary

to Ex.P14 which, according to the learned counsel for the
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Petitioner, has already been put and proved by the witness and
that the Respondent has attempted to fill up the lacuna left over
in the previous cross-examination. In this regard, this court is
of the opinion that the issue of filling up the lacuna is relevant
only where a party recalls a particular witness, which has
already been examined by him. On the earlier occasion, this

witness was called by the Petitioner as P.W.8 to prove his

documents and subsequently after the commencement of the !

evidence for the defendant, the defendant has also called the
same witness as the defence witness to prove the documents
relevant to &e defence. This would not be an instance of recall
of the witness as earlic_:r the defendant/Respondent had cross-
examined this witness when the witness had appeared as P.W.8

being looked into by this court.

D.W.5 is the SDO and has got proved the documents relating to
the land acquired by the State belonging to the Petitioner, D,W.6

. is Jagdish Prasad, who is the Sepior Revenue Inspector. Before

he could be examined, the learned counsel for the Petitioner
fairly submits that the compensation amount of Rs.36,21,881/-
received by the Respondent No.1 on account of acquisition of h;is
land by NCL, which was to be proved by P.W.6, has been

admitted by the Petitioner in effect, admitting Exs.D7 to D12.

On account of the admission on the part of the Petitioner, this’

witness was discharged without being examined.

D.W.7 is Badrinarayan Vaish, who is the President of late

Vaishya Mayaram Shiksha Samiti of Singrauli and has been

examined and cross-examined on the point of registration of the

society.

In the cross examination, issue Nos.2,3,7 and 9 were

relinquished by the Petitioner. The remaining grounds are inter-

connected basically on two issues. One is with regard to the .

- acqusition of properties at Medhauli and the other relates to
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the educational quﬁliﬁcations pertaining to the Respondent

No.1 which according to the Petitioner are incorrect details.

' 40. The election of the Petitioner has been challenged on two

i grounds, namely false declaration with regard to property,
educational  qualifications and non-disclosure about

construction of Mayaram Degree College and Mayaram Law

Coliege, which according to the Petitioner is constructed on the

land of the Respondent himself at the cost of rupees four crores
from his personal income. The allegation of corrupt practices
has been averred in paragraph nos.13 to 19 of the petition. The
issue relating to corrupt practices has been framed as issue
No.7, which this court proposes to take at the outset in order to
examine the Petitioner who is said to be held guilty of corru.pt
practices. The Petitioner has examined himself as P.W.1. He has
stated that as per his knowledge, the Respondent has not given
correct information in his affidavit filed in support of his
nomination. This court has peripherally examined the evidence
recorded to ascertain the same. In the evidence of P.W.1, who

is the complainant herein, it is clearly revealed that the

. abandoned{; y the learned counsel for the Petitioner m the
‘of arguments and the statement of Ram Karan who hgs

been examined as P.W.3 has also been abandoned as related to

corrupt practices. Thus, havmg abandoned the statements of
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the two witnesses relating to other witnesses who are also
relevant as far as corrupt practices, the said issue has not been
proved even on the anvil of the standard of preponderance of
probability, far less that of beyond reasonable doubt and,

therefore, the issue has not been proved by the Petitioner.

As regards the main issue with regard to the two houses alleged
to have been constructed by the Petitioner at’ Medhauli from
illegal income, which the Respondent is stated to have
unlawﬁally made during his tenﬁre as Mayor and MILA, the
averments relating to the said houses are in paragraph nos.8
and 9 of the petition. The Petitioner has also alleged that the
houses at Medhauli are not ancestral and they have been
constructed out of the illegal income acquired by the

Respondent No.1 from the office of Mayor and that of MLA which

- the Respondent No.1 occupied earliér. The valuation of the said

houses has been assessed at rupees two crores by the Petitioner.
The Respondent in his deposition before the court has stated in
paragraph No.1 that he was elected as Mayor of the Municipal
Corporation, Singrauli, in the year 2004 as a candidate of
Bhartiya Janata Party. He states that he took oath of the office
of Mayor on 10/01/05, This fact has not been controverted. In
paragraph No.2 this witness states that he contested for iht_a:rp'ost

of MLA in the year 2008 as the candidate of the Bhartiya Janata .

. Party. On that occasion, his opponent was the Petitioner No.1

Ram Ashok Sharma who was the candldate for fhé post of MLA
Singrauli from the Congress Party. The Péﬁiﬁ'x'spgr;.Ran; Ashc-:k

Sharma lost the election and, according to the Res;;sx;;lent Ram

]
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Lallu Vaish, the security deposit of the lseﬁﬁoner was also
forfeited. The allegation with regard to the properties at |
Medhauli are that the same were constructed ten years back, as
stated in the election petition, whig:h would mean that the
houses were constructed in the year 2004. However, the
property tax for the said property was being paid since the year
2002. At that time, undisputedly, the Respondent was neither
Mayor nor a Member of the Madhya Pradesh Legislative
Assembly and so the allegation that the cénsn'uction of the
houses by the Respondent, from the illegal income derived from
the office of the Mayor and MLA, does not arise.

; 42. Asregards the source of the money by which the properties were
bought, Ex.D6 is the record of rights under section 123 of the
Madhya Pradesh Land Revenue Code, which is the annual
Khatauni Jamabandi related to the year 1958-59. The.said
exhibit shows that 86.82 acres of land stood in the name of late
Mayaram Bais, the father §f the Respondent. The entire land
was acquired by the National Thermal Power Corporation (NTPC)
and the Northern Coalfields Limited for which his father received

a cogapex}saﬁon of Rs.40,00,000/- between 1997 and 2003 as

of the Respondent. This land, after it came to the share of the

Respondent, was sold by a number of sale-deeds, which are
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Exs.D19 to D123 during the period from 1991 to 2003 for a

* consideration of Rs.42,00,000/-. It is also relevant to mention

here that the Respondent did not examine the Registrar to prove
the sale-deeds, Exs.D19 D123, as the Petitioner did not dispute
the execution of the sale-deeds as has been recorded in the

order-sheet dated 07/03/17 of this court.

As regards false disclosure relating to the nature of the land, Ex.
P6 is the affidavit that has been filed by the Petitioner. Ex,P6-C

reveals that the Petitioner has disclosed land bearing Khasra

Nos.61/2-Ka, area of 0.02 hectare; 65/2-Da(2), area of 0.352.

" hectare; 346/ 1(1), area of 0.607 hectare; 347/1, area of 0.668

hectare and 410/2-Kha, area of 0.810 hectare, a total of 2.639
hectares situated at village Medhauli, district Singrauli.

Thereafter, it also discloses that Khasra No.7 /2 of 19 acres is

 situated at village Semohar, district Singrauli, Khasra No.943,

having an area of 0.24 hectare; Khasra, No.952, having an area
of 0.56 hectare; Khasra No.989, having an area of 0,56 hectare;
.Khasra No.998, having an area of 0.23 hectare; total 1.59
hectares at village Radhar, Tahsil Dudhi. Thus, it is seen that

_ the property consisting of the houses and lands has been

disclosed by the Respondefzt. Besides what has been disclosed
by the Respondent, the Petitioner has not alleged that there were
other lands belonging to the Respondent, which he did not
disclose. It is relevant to mention here that in the election
petition, there is no averment with regard to wrong disclosure

or in relation to the property acquired by the Petitioner has been

ancestral or self-acquired. In paragraph 8 of the elééﬁdﬂ'peﬁﬁbn :

the Petitioner, thus, seeks that the houses situated at village
Medhauli, district Singrauli and house No.61 situated.at village
Medhauli as his ancestral properties which, according to the
Petitioner, is false even to the knowledge of the Respondent.
However, he doesn’t adequately substantiate the said allegation
but for what the Petitioner has stated in paragraph No.9 that
these houses were being constructed merely ten years back at a
cost of almost rupees two crores and for which the Respondent
discloses the value of the houée as rupees one crore and seventy
lacs in his affidavit and that these houses were constructed by
the Respondent himself and he had no illegal income to invest
such an amount and, therefore, the said money came by
illegitimate means from the office of the Mayor of the Municipal
Corporation, Singrauli, which the Respondent occupied in the
year 2003 and as a MLA from Singrauli constituency from the
year 2008.

In view of what has already been observed hefeinabove that the
Respondent was paying the house tax from the year 2002, which
shows that the said property came into existence even beforp the
Petitioner occupied the office of the Mayor of the Municipal

Cotpqration of Singrauli and before he became MLA from

xtself Thus this fact is not disputed.

It is algo relevant to mention here the fact that the Petitioner
had received compensation of rupees forty lacs from 86.82 acres
of land that was acquired by the NTPC and the NCL, which is
not been disputed by the Petitioner and also the fact that about
45 acres of land came to the .Petitioner on account of the

relinquishment by the owners of the said land by way of

exclusion of relingquishment deeds which are Ex.D8. The

mention of the said land as ancestral in the affidavit is 23:23 of
land mentioned in Exs.D8 to D17. The said lands were in the
name of the Respondént’s father and, therefore, it was ancestral

property out of which a sum of rupees forty lacs received by way

of compensation from the NTPC and the NCL would also come

under the category of ancestral property. In paragraph No.15 of
his deposition, this witness has stated that he had mentioned
the above properties as ancestral or such moneys that were paid
to him through the sale of such ancestral properties.

Under the circumstances, describing the source as ancestral

cannot be stated to have misled the public at large as the lands

_originally belonged to the father of the Respondent, which was

acquired as mentioned hereinabove and -the said amount of
compensation paid during the acquisition process having come
into the account of the Respondent, it continues to vetain its
ancestral origin. In this regard, it is also relevant to mention

here that the Petitione had contested the election against the

Respondent in the year 2008 at wlnch point of time itself all :

these facts had been in the knowledge of the Petitioner and yet

he nfver made any kind of objection to the Returning Officer at .
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that point of time. P.W.5, who is the Returning Officer, has also
stated in his deposition that no objection was ever raised before
him with regard to the non-disclosure of tﬁe source of properties
whether prior or after the ¢lection. Such an objection, even if it
is not placed before the Returning Officer at the time of elepﬁon
or immediately thereafter, does not preciude the Petitioner for
raising it before this court in an election petition. However, in
view of what has been stated and observed hereinabove, it
cannot be held that there was any violation of any provision of
the of the Representation of the Peoples Act, 1950 or the rules

magde there under with regard to the disclosure of the properties
of the Respondent.

The next allegation refers to the educational qualifications of the
Responident. The allegation levelled by the Petitioner in
paragraph No.10 of the election petition is that the Respondent
has not even passed ClasS V. In this regard it is relevant to refer
to Ex. D/1, which is a transfer certificate issued from the office

of the Principal Government Primary School, Medhauli,

. disclosing that the Respondent has studied from 26 ]02/1956

Lo s

~to 01/07/1964 in that school and passed his fifth examination
SRR

Class V. Ex.P14/C is an admission register proved by D.W.2

Gulab Singh, whjch reflects that the name of the Respondent

appears at sr.No.85. Ex. P14/C is the admission register
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pertaining to Gram Primary School at Medhauli, which has been

proved by P.W.8 who was also examined as ID.W.2 in this case.

. The said register shows the Respondent to be a student of the

aforementioned school. Gulab Singh as R.W,2 has also stated
that the said registér does not disclose as to whether a student
has passed or failed in a particular year. Ex. D/ 135 proves that
the Respondent passed his Class Il examination in the year

1962..

The fulcrum of the Petitioner’s attack has been with regard to
his graduation from the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan at Allahabad

which, according to the Petitioner, is not a valid degree and his

-refetenée to himself as a post-graduate in his affidavit is

misleading and has materially affected the outcome of the
elections in his favour. In the affidavit filed by the Respondent
to the 2008 and 2013 elections, he has stated that he has
passed his Uttama (graduate in Arts faculty) from Kalavidhi
Mahay_id&alaya, Singrauli, in 1984. In the affidavit filed in the
year 2013, Ex. P6(c), the Respondent has stated that he is
Uttama and at aﬁother place, he has referred himself as
Madhyama from the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan, Allahabad. The

question as far as the educational qualifications of the Petitioner
is concerned is whether the Uttama degree acquired by the

Respondent from the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan, Allahabad, is

equivalent to B.A. (Hons.} as mentioned in Ex. D-131, Ex D-4

is the mark-sheet showing that the Respondent has passed his

Uttama in the year 1987. The said document is the mark- -

statement issued by the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan, Alléhabad.
. P
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for Uitama which shows that the Petitioner has phssed the
course of Uttama. With regard to the educational qualifications
or the controversies surrounding the Petitioner’s qualifications
who has passed the Uttama and the Madhyama examinations
conducted by the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan, Allahabad.

It would be beneficial to refer to the evidence of D.W.4
Rotherham Shukla. He is the Registrar of the Hindi Sahitya
Sammelan, Allahabad. In paragraph No.1 of his statement, this
witness states that the letter marked as Ex.D-139 has been
written.by him dated 25/08/2014 in response to a query by Dr.
S. C. Tripathi, Advocate, High Court of Allahabad, vide his letter
dated 25.8.2014. According to his letter, he says that the Arts
and Law College, Singrauli, was the authorized centre for the

Hindi Sahitya Sammelan examinations between the year 1981

and 1987. He says that the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan conducts’

the Prathma, Madhyama (Visharad) and Uttama examinations.
He further states that these examinations are held in all the

authorized centres throughout the country. This witness states

- that in Madhyama only those candidates are given entrance who

education ?pl'stlb a particular class to secure admission in the

fse. In paragraph No.3 this witness states that the

Madhyama (Visharad} in Hindi to be of the same level as B.A.

and, therefore, Uttama (Hindi Sahitya) was granted the same

Welfare in its advertisement dated 18/02/1970, had held }
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recognition as B.A; (Hons.) in Hindi. He has proved Ex. D-130,
which is an advertisement issued by the Hindi Sahitya
Samruelan, which is in two pages. In page No.2, equivalent
examinations of the Madhyama and Uttama are given. Ex. D-3
is the second copy of the mafk—list issued by the Hindi Sahitya
Sammelan on 07/04/2014 of the Respondent Ram Lallu Vaish

having passed the Madhyama (Visharad) examination. He

further states that Ex, D-4 is the mark-list showing that the

Respondent Ram Lallu Vaish has passed the Uttama First Part
(Literature). ﬁe says that Exs.D-3 and D-4 of Madhyama
(Visharad) are issued by the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan
Allahabad. Lastly, in this paragraph he states that Allahabad
and Prayag are the names of one and the same place. He further
states that Hindi Sahitya Sammelan, Allahabad, and Hindi
Sahitya Sammelan, Prayag, are one and the same. The last
statement of this witness in paragraph No.3 assumes relevance

as it was contended on behalf of the Petitioner in the course of

* arguments that Allahabad and Prayag are different places. Even

otherwise, this controversy is now laid to rest as Allehabad has’

been renamed as Prayagraj by the Government of Uttar Pradesh
and the same comes under the category of “notorious facts” and
no evidence is required to prove it. In paragraph No.4, ﬁhié-
witness has brought the *information of Hindi Sahitya
Samuelan, Prayag, in Allahabad” downloaded from their
Website, which js marked ae Ex. D-130.

The learned counsel for the Petitioner has objechec{ to the

exhibiting of the said documents as the same does not satisfy
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the requirements of section 65-B (4) of the Evidence Act. As the

said ddcumént is not accompanied by a certificate under section
65-B(o), this court is not inclined to appreciate the said

document and, therefore, is not considering Ex, D-131.

Further, this witness states that he has brought the registers of
the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan with regard to the results of the
years 1982 and 1987. In thé register of the Madhyama
(Visharad) of the year 1982 in page No.142 at sr.No.3434 the
Respondent Ram Lallu Vaish is shown as having passed in Class
III. In paragraph No.6 this witness states that he has brought
with him the original register relating to Uttama {Part Ij of the
year 1987, which is marked as Ex. D-133. This court has
marked the copy of the said document as Ex. D-133C. This
witness states that in page 93 of the éaid register at s1.No.5903,
the Respondent had passed Uttama (Part I). In paragraph No.7,
this witness gives a short brief history of the Hindi Sahitya
Sammelan. He says that the said Hindi Sahitya Sammelan came
into existence in 1910 and is continuing from that date

onwards. Before the year 1962, the institute was registered

under the Societies Registration Act, 1960. The said registration
-‘was renewed every five years. The last renewal was done on

: 56/55/ 15 for a périod of five years. In cross-examination,.this

mtness admits that earlier the institute used to be referred to

as the Hmd1 Sahitya Sammelan Vishwavidyalaya and that the

M@W v:dyalaya was deleted in the year 1997-98. This

Sl

mtness states that the institution is not recognized by the

University Grants Commission. He further states that his
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institution issues éerﬁﬁcates and degrees. This witness furthel;
states that as per the recognition given by the Government of
India, Ministry of Education and Social Welfare, by its press-
note dated 18/02/70, the Ministry of Education and Social

Welfare of the Government of India had granted recognition to

Prathma, Madhyama and Uttama examinations conducted by
the Sammelan. He further states that Prathma is equivalent to
SSLC, Madhyama (Visharad) is equivalent to B.A. and Uttama
in Hindi literature i# given the status of B.A. (Hons.). In
paragraph No.10, this witness in his cross-examination says
that it is correct to state that Ex. D-130 is only a press release
and not an order. He further states that the said press release

may have been published in the Gazette of India. However, he

* has not brought the said notification with him. He further states

that it is correct to suggest that in the said press release it is
given that the exams conducted by them will not be considered
equivalent to degrees. From the evidence of this witness, it is
clear that he has stated that. the examination conducted by the
Hindj Sahitya Sammelan gives equivalence to B.A. as x;egards
the Madhyizma (Visharad) and B.A. (Hons.) as regards Uttama.

The learned counsel for the Petitioner has referred to the

deposition of Ajay Kumar (P.W.6) who was deposed before thxs

"court. He is the LDC in the UGC oﬁce at Bhopal He brought

the hst of recogmzed Universities in court. He states that in the
saxd list of Umversmes, the Hindl Sah:tya Sa.mmelan at .
Allahabad does not find a place as Hindi Umversxty.
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The Petitioner has been able to prove that the Hindi Sahitya
Sammelan is not a University which has been recognized by the
University Grants Commission. The Petitioner has also been
able to raise a doubt with regard to whether the Prathma,
Madhyama, Vishard and Uttamma can be considered as
equivalent of SSLC, BA and BA(Hons.) in the light of the fact
that there is no necessity to pass any particular level of
schooling before joining any of the aforementioned courses

conducted by the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan.

The main challenge to the Responder.xt’s election has been given
by the Petitioner, under section 100 (1)(d) (i)jwhether the election
of the Petitioner must be declared void as it has been materially
affected by improper acceptance of his nomination forms, The
said ground would have stood satisfied if the evidence on record

could have established that the disclosures made by the

Petitioner in his affidavit in support of the nomination form on

the grounds of which the Petitioner states that wrong

disclosures made therein had materially affected the

i “onm"s election, the same could only be accepted as correct

other properties which he did not disclose, on account of the
concealment of which it materially affected the outcome of the

election as the declaration made by the Respondent in his
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affidavit did not appropriately assist the voter in making up his

mind before he voted for the Respondent,

As regards the properties of the Respondent in his evidence has
adequately answered the source of income on the basis of which
he was able to buy the said properties. His reference to those
properties are also justified as to start with, the Respondent has
been able to prove that the said properties were in the name of

his late father Mayaram Bais and how the same came to him

. throvgh inheritance by which he got the monies from the

acquisition of the said lands by the NTPC and the National
Coalfields Limited (NCL). He has also established as to how the
other persons having interest in the land have executed the deed
of relinquishment by which the said land devolved upon the
Petitioner after the sale of which he purchased the said property
at Mc:gdhau]i. Thereafter it is also relevant that there where the

Petitioner himself has admitted that the Respondent was

~ paying the house tax for the said properties from the year 2002

itself as is reflected in his election petition, therefore, his

" allegation that the Petitioner has purchased the said two house

at Medhauli from his ill-gotten wealth which he made in the

coudie of occupying the office of Mayor of Municipal Corporation.

Singrauli from the year 2003 and the money that he made

- during his tenure as an MLA in the year 2008. The Petitioner

has given precious little proof of the allegation and the very fact
that the Petitioner himself admits that the Respondent has been -

declaration of the details relating to his properties being

8§7. As regards the question of the Respondent’s educational
qualification, especially with regard to Prathma, Madhyama and
Uttama, it is relevant to mention here that the witness who
appeared on behalf of the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan has given
the same details as stated by the Respondent. Under the
circumstances, the details relating to the educational
qualifications given by the Reépondént were as per his
perception, of the kind of education he has received and the
courses that he had pasSed. It would have been quite another

thing that had D.W.4 Radheshyam Shukla asserted in his

i evidence that the Prathama, Madhyama (Visharad) and Uttama

are not equivalent to SSIC, B.A. and B.A. (Hons.). Therefore,

Therefore, as far as the details relating to the educational

qualifications of the Respondent is concerned, the Petitioner has
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failed to prove that they are incorrect and that the same had

materially affected the outcome of the election.

As regards the non-disclosure about the construction of the

Mayaram Degree College and the Mayaram Law College on the

- land of the Respondent and that too from his personal income

of rupees four crores, which the Petitionier submits was not
disclosed in the affidavit, is concerned the same has also been
examined in detail by this court. None of the witnesses have
been able to prove that (a) the land belonged to the Respondent,
and (b) he has constructed the said college and the law college
out of his own personal funds. A passing attempt has been made
by the Petitioner through Bhupendra Singh (P.W.9) who is the
Patwari of Halka Medhauli who has stated that the entry relating

to the land in the revenue records is shown as belonging to “late

Mayaram Vaishya Shiksha Samiti, Singrauli, Medhauli”
through President Ram Lallu Vaishya. The said statement and
the document do not go to establish ownership of the said land
on whiéh the Samiti exists, as that of the Respondent and the
document only shows that the Respondent is the President of
the Shiksha Samiti, which is a society registered under the

Registration of the Societies Act.

The Respondent, on the other hand, has examined

_ Badrinarayan Vaish (D.W.7), who is the son of the Respondent

Rani Lallu Vaish and the President of the late Mayaram Vaishya
Shiksha Samiti, Singrauli. He states that he is the President of
the said Shiksha Samiti from 02 /10/13 and before him, the

Respondent was the President. He says that the Respondent
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gave his resignation on 02/10/17, which was accepted by the
members of the Samiti, after which the witness wes elected as
the President of the Samiti. In paragraph No.3 he says that the
said Shiksha Samiti was registered on 28.12.2002. The
certificate of registration ha; been produced and a copy of it has
been marked as Ex. D124-C. This witness says that the

registered society inanages the Maysram College and the

Mayaram Law College. The College has been functioning since

the year 2005 and the Law College from the year 2008. The said

saciety is stated to have bought the land from the Respondent
on 13.2.2004 by way of a registered sale-deed. The witness has
produced the registered sale-deed before this court by which the

land was sold by the Petitioner to the society as Ex. D141-C,

Under the circumstances, the said allegation has not been
proved by the Petitioner himself and, on the other hand, the
Resﬁondent has been able to prave before this court that the

land belongs to a registered society and the same was purchased

by the society from the Respondent in the year 2004 by way of
a4ri;gistered sale-deed. The society is a legal person and has its
own independent existence separate from the members and its

'i'ti-ﬂicial,s;- Thi.ls, the land in question belongs to the society and

not to tll&-i{_es;é.bndent. It is also seen that the Respondent had

. o, Ve
resigned from the post of President of the said society before the

eleéuons in the year 2013. Under the circumstances, this issue

also has not been proved by the Petitioner against. the

'~

Respondent,
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Under the circumstances, the other inter-related issues have also not

been proved by the Petiticner and, therefore, the election petition
stands -dis‘_missed. A copy of this order be sent to the State’
Election Commission. The parties to bear their costs. The
original records (two sealed envelopes) to be sent back to the

respective offices.
