No. Steno-346-48-SEC-4.—In exercise of powers conferred by Section 10 of Madhya Pradesh Chikitsa Shiksha
Sanstha Niyantran, Adhiniyam, 1973 (Madhya Pradesh Act No. 19 of 1973), the State Government hereby makes
the following rules to carry out the purpose of the'Adhiniyam i.e. the Entrance to Under Graduate Course in Govt.
(Autonomous) Ayurveda / Unani / Homeopathy college and private Ayurved / Homoeopathy/Unani Colleges {(Whose
list is enclosed in Table-4 ) in the State of Madhya Pradesh = '

1.0 Title—These rules may be called as "Madhya Pradesh Ayurved / Unani & Homoeopathy Undergraduate
Entrance Examination rules 2010". These rules shall be effective from their publication in the "Gazette of .

Madhya Pradesh”.

2.0 Definations.—In ‘these rules, until the context otherwise indicates, .

2.1 "Board" means the Madhya Pradesh Professional Examination Board (PEB);

2.2 “College" means a College of Ayurved , Unani & Homoeopathy under the State Government of
M.P.

2.3 “Examination” means the Entrance Examination conducted by Madhya Pradesh Professional

Examination Board (PEB / VYAPAM).
2.4 "State Government” means Government of Madhya Pradesh.

2.5 "Category” means Scheduled Tribe, Scheduled Caste, Other Backward Classes, and Unreserved
category as specified and laid down by the Government of Madhya Pradesh.

2.6 "Class” means Military Personnel (M.P.), Freedom Fighter (FF.), NO CLASS (X) and FEMALE
(F) as specified and laid down by Government of Madhya Pradesh. Physically Handicapped (PH)
means as specified and laid down by Ministry of Labour, Government of India for vocational
Rehabilitation of Physically Handicapped. . ’

2.7 "Rules” means Ma'dhya Pradesh Ayurved/Unani & Homeopathy under graduate Entrance
Examination Rules, 2010.

3.0 General—() Under Graduate Courses in BAMS, BUMS and BHMS shall be governed and regularized
by CCIM / CCH / University / Autonomous Society of the College/ State Government / Government of India /
underthe rules and regulations in force at the time of entrance.examination, allotment, admission amended from
time to time.

(i) These rules shall apply to all candidates for entrance, allotment and admission in the following courses
and colleges.—

1. B.A.M.S. Course in Govt. (Autonomous) Ayurved Colleges, Bhopal, Burhanpur, Gwalior, Indore,
Jabalpur, Rewa and Ujjain. . '

2. B.UM.S. Course in Govt. (Autonomous) Unani College, Bhopal.
3. B.H.M.S. Course in Govt. (Autonomous) Homoeopathic College, Bhopal.
4. B.AM.S Course in Ayurved College running in the State of M.P. in private sector (List enclosed

in Table No -4).

5. B.HM.S Course in Homoéopathic‘ Colleges running in the State of M.P. in private sector (list
enclosed on Table No. -4). :

6. B.UM.S Course in Unani Colleges running in the State of M.P. in private sector (list enclosed
on Table No. -4). ’

3.1 Correct information must be furnished and produced whenever required. Before filling up the application
form the candidates are advised to read and understand the rule book thoroughly and then fill up complete, correct
and required information and must enclose required documents, failing which applicant shall not be entitled to
entrance examination, allotment and admission.

3.2 If it is found that a candidate has hidden any relevant facts and / or provided incorrect information
while filling up the application form, at the time of allotment of a seat, at the time of scrutiny of the documents
or at the time of his / her admission, then the admission shall be cancelled by the Principal of the college, at any
time during his/her studies.

3.3 The examination shall be held at the centré fixed by the Board. Centre once allotted shall not be changed.
The candidate shall abide by the rules and regulation of the Board failing which his / her candidature will be
CANCELLED.

4.0 Availability of Seats.—The seats available in BAMS / BUMS & BHMS course are shown college wise
in table number 1 to 4. The sanctioned seats of Govt. Autonomous Ayurveda / Unani / Homoeopathic Medical
Colleges and of private Colleges shall be filled in accordance with reservation policy of State Government and
shall be filled up through counseling by selected eligible candidates of PAHUT 2010 Entrance Examination.

5.0 Reservation.—20% Seats are reserved for candidates belonging to scheduled iribe, 16% seats are reserved
for candidates belonging to scheduled caste and 14% seats are reserved for candidates belonging to other backward
classes (Other than creamy layer) and remaining seats are available for unreserved category candidates in all the
colleges.

5.1 For Physically Handicapped who are bonafide residents of Madhya Pradesh belonging to Scheduled Tribe,
Scheduled Caste, Other Backward Classes and Unreserved category, three percent (3%) seats are reserved for
admission to BAMS / BUMS & BHMS courses. Reservation shall be horizontal and compartmentalized. It is clarified
that among the disabled candidates those having disability of ophthalmic and auditory sense organs up to 50%
will only be considered eligible for admission and not such candidates having complete disability of ophthalmic
and auditory sense organs. Similarly the candidates having handicapped of upper limb will not be considered.
However a candidate having disability in lower limb up to 40 to 60 % shall be considered eligible for admission.
The advantage of such reservation will be provided on the basis of medical certificate issued by the notified in
institution in prescribed proforma. The candidate desirous of taking admission against these seats shall have to
“produce a medical certificate issued by District Medical Board and eligibility certificate from Superintendent, Ministry
of Labour, Government of India,

Vocational Rehabilitation Center for Physically Handicapped, Napier Town, Jabalpur in the prescribed proforma.
Thus both of the certificates have to be produced compulsorily.

5.2 For Children of Military Personnel (MP) belonging to Scheduled Tribe, Scheduled Caste, Other Backward
Classes, and UR categories, 3% seats are reserved for admission 0 BAMS / BUMS & BHMS course. Reservation
shall be horizontal and compartmentalized.

5.2.1 BSeats reserved for son/daughter of the Military Personnel (MP) class includes FEx-. v Personnel,
who have served as defence employee, serving defence employee and those defence employee, died during
service or who became permanently disabled during service.

5.2.2. Candidate claiming admission under Military Personnel class will have ‘o produce a certif zate showing
that he / she is son / daughter of an Ex-Military Personnel settled in Madhya Pradesh.
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5.2.3 Ex-Military personnel means a person who fits in the definition of Ex-Militar y personnel -as per dnectlon
issued by Ministry of Defense, Government of India.

5.2.4 A candidate claiming admission on account of being a soh/daughter of an Ex-military personnel will
have to produce the certificate of his / her father / mother being an Ex-Military person and a certificate of his /
her father / mother having settled in Madhya Pradesh from District Military Welfare Officer of concerned district.

OR
He/She is son / daughter of a defence employee posted outside of Madhya Pradesh who is a bonafide domicile
of Madhya Pradesh. Such candidate shall have to produce a certificate to the extent that his / her father / mother
is a bonafide resident of Madhya Pradesh.

OR

He / She is son/dauOhter of a defence employee posted in Madhya Pradesh before first January of the year
of entlance examination.

-

Note.—In case of any dispute regarding the eligibility of a Millitary personnel class candidate, the decision
of Director, Military Welfare, Madhya Pradesh shall be final and binding.

5.3 For legitimate son/daughter or grand son/daughter of a Freedom Fxghtel (FB) who are bonaﬁde residents
of Madhya Placfesh belonging to ST, SC, OBC and UR category, 3% seats are reserved for admission to BAMS /
BUMS & BHMS courses Reservation shall be horizontal and compartmentalized.

5.3.1 Freedom Fighter (FF) is a person whose name is registered in the list kept in the collectorate of the
concerned District of Madhya Pradesh.

5.3.2 Candidate applying for admission under Freedom Fighter (FF) class shall have to produce a certificate,
from the Collector of concerned district of Madhya Pradesh. No other documents shaH be considered as a proof of
belonging to Freedom Fighter (FF) class.

5.4 30% seats for admission to BAMS / BUMS / BHMS course are reserved for Female candidates in each
category i.e. ST/SC/OBC and UR category. This reservation shall be horizontal and compartmentalized.

5.5 A candidate can apply for a reserved seat under his/her reserved category and class only to histher own
“choice, and must produce a certificate in support of his/her choice in a prescribed proforma. [Proforma- 5 6, 7 8
and 9 whichever as applicable].

5.0 A candidate not willing for admission in any class [MP, FF, PH,F] can apply in open class of his/her
OWN CATEGORY. .

6.0 Eligibility ~[A] The candidate must be bonafide resident of Madhya Pradesh to take admission in Govt.
(Autonomous) Colleges. But Bonafide Resident of M.P. is not essential to take admission in private colleges.

Explanation 1.—Certificate regarding bonafide resident of M.P. must be issued by the Collector or an
officer authorized by the collector of the district concerned. The certificate must show reference
number, date of issue and seal and clear name and designation of issuing officer.

Explanation 2.—Guardian of candidate means a person who from the date of the death of candidate's
' Father and mother till the date of submitting application form is actual custodian and controller
of candidate or his/her immovable property or both, in view of District Magistrate concerned.
Guardian shall have to necessarily produce a certificate stating so from a competent court. If
the father of the candidate is not alive and mother is alive then mother only shall be considered

as a natural guardian of the candidate, no body else shall be recognized as a guardian.

6.1 For admission to BAMS /BUMS/ BHMS course only those candidates are eligible who have passed the
12th exam. of 10+2 system (qualifying examination) with Physics, Chemistry and Biology subjects separately and
secured not less then 50% aggregate marks for unreserved category and not less then 40% aggregate marks for
reserved category candidate. For admission in to B.U.M.S course only those candidates are eligible who have passed
the 12th exam. of 10+2 system examination with Physics, Chemistry and Biology subjects and compulsorily passed
Urdu subject from Board of Secondary Education, Madhya Pradesh or tenth board or equivalent examination in
Urdu recognized by Govt. of M.P/Board of secondary education M.P. Bhopal. The ‘Adeeb Mahir’ examination
conducted by Jamiya Urdu, Aligarh will also be considered equivalent above.

Candidate of all categories and class are required to have passed ENGLISH in qualifying examination
of 10+2. '

OR

Have passed an equivalent or higher examination with Physics,Chemistry and Biology from any other
recognized Board or University recognised by School Education Department,Government of Madhya Pradesh. For
foreign national seeking admission, eligibility shall be considered on the basis of equivalency certificate issued to
them by concerned Board/University and approved by the External Affairs Ministry, Government of India.

Candidate of all categories and class are required to have passed ENGLISH in qualifying equivalent
examination. :

6.2 No candidate shall be allowed to be admitted to a BAMS/ BUMS/ BHMS college until the candidate
has completed or shall complete the age of 17 year on or before 31st December of the year of examination.

For reckoning the age as aforesaid the date of birth as mentioned in the certificate of Higher Secondary School
certificate examination or in MARK-SHEET of the said examination shall be the authentic documentary proof.
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The evidence in support of proof of age may be considered if a candidate, who otherwise satisfies the domicile
requirements and who on account of being with his/her parents in a foreign country passes examination abroad,
certified by the School Education Department of Govermment of Madhya Pradesh as equivalent to Higher Secondary
School Certificate examination in Madhya Pradesh. ’

7.0 Fees Structure.—Every candidate admitted in Govt. (Autonomous) colleges shall have to pay fees regularly
as shown in table number 5 and every candidate admitted in private calleges shall have to pay fees regularly as
shown in table number 6. Candidates taking admission through counseling will have to deposit an amount of Rs.
10000/~ (Rupees Ten Thousand only) in case of unreserved category and Rs. 1000/- (Rupees One Thousand only)
in case of reserved category (S.C., S.T. and O.B.C.) as a partial tuition fees by bank draft drawn in favor of Principal,
Pt. Khushilal Sharma Govt. (Autonomous) Ayurveda college and institute, Bhopal. If candidate does not take
admission after allotment of a college in counseling for any reason partial tuition fee will not be refunded.

Note-The benefit of Government schemes of reimbursement of fees and scholarships to the students admitted
in to the Govt. Autonomous and private colleges under the Department, may be achieved as per the eligibility
under the concerned rules of the Govt.

7.1 Security Deposit.—Candidate shall have to deposit Rs. 5,000/- (Rupees Five Thousand only) as security
deposit in the form of Bank Draft payable to the Principal of the concerned Govt. (Autonomous) college on
allotment of a seat during counseling iél Govt. autonomous college. '

7.1.1 Provided that candidate belongs to SC/ST Category whose parent/ guardians income does not exceed
Rs. 1.80 lacs per annum from all sources shall not make any such deposit.

7.1.2 Provided other SC / ST candidates whose parent/guardizin income exceeds Rs. 1.80 lacs per annum
from all sources and all candidates belonging to OBC category shall be required to deposit only Rs. 2000/-
as security.

7.2 The amount of security deposit shall be refunded without any interest after successful completion of
internship. In case of candidate does not join the allotted course, and institution or discontinues study in a course
and leaves college before completion of internship due to any reason, his/her claim on security deposit shall be

" forfeited.

8.0 Examination.—The Entrance Examination shall be conducted in ENGLISH AND HINDI medium.
Candidate has to opt any one medium, while filling up the application form.

) 8.1 There shall be one paper (multiple choice) of three hours duration. Paper will contain one hundred fifty
multiple choice questions in Physics,Chemistry, Zoology and Botany. The paper shall have two parts as following:-

8.2 In objective type questions ONE mark shall be awarded for each correct response. No Marks shall be
awarded for an incorrect response or multiple-markings or for Un-answered question.

8.3 Declaration of Result.—The Board shall conduct the examination, evaluate the answer sheets, prepare
the merit lists/ Waiting list and declare the resuit.

The allotment of a seat to eligible candidate in course and college shall be done by Counseling on merit
cum option basis..
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8.4 Merit List.—A combined merit list including the candidates belonging to unreserved category who have
secured not less than 50% marks and the candidates belonging to reserved category who secured not less then
40% marks shall be declared for the admission in to Govt. Autonomous Ayurveda/ Unani colleges.

8.4.1 A Combined Merit list including all candidates of Madhya Pradesh and the candidates out of Madhya
Pradesh who have appeared in PAH.U.T. shall be declared eligible without cut of marks for the Private Ayurved/
Unani/ Homeopathy colleges.

8.4.2 All the candidates who have the eligibility as the Domcile of M.P. explained in rule 6.1 will be eligible
to take admission in Government (Auto.) Homoeopathy College, Bhopal, according to the merit list Published as
per the Rule 8.4.1.

Note.—Merit list for Govt. Ayurved/ Unani & Homeopathy Autonomous colleges of Madhya Pradesh will be
prepared category wise, according to merit as per Rule-6.

8.5 Inter-Se-Merit.—In case of two or more candidates obtaining equal marks in the entrance examination,
the inter-se-merit of such candidate shall be determined in order of the following preference:

1. On the basis of marks obtained in part -B of Question paper i.e. Zoology and Botany.

2. Candidate older in age.

9.0 Counseling.—The allotment of seats shall be made to the candidates through Counseling on the basis of
personal appearances. The Counseling committee will consist of—

® Director, Indian System of Medicine & Homoeopathy or his authorized representative.
(i1) Director, Professional Examination Board or his representative.

(i1i) All Principals of the Ayurved / Unani & Homoeopathy Autonomous Medical Colleges of Madhya
Pradesh.

(iv) Representative of reserved category not below the rank of Reader nominated by the State
Government.

9.1 The programme for counseling shall be advertised in the leading Newspapers of the state & outside
state in time. The candidate shall appear in the counseling on the date published in the news paper as per his /
her order of merit. After first counseling the second counseling will be conducted for the remaining vacant seats.
Counseling schedule in detail will be informed to all the candidates through Rojgar Nirman or news papers of the
state and out state. The schedule of counseling will be available on the website (http//dismh.nic.in) of Director,
Indian System of Medicine & Homoeopathy. No call letters shall be sent for counseling process.

9.1.1 All the candidates then only be allowed to participate in the counseling after depositing a sum of Rs.500/
- (Rupees Five Hundred only) as counseling processing fees in the form of bank draft payable to "The Principal,
Pt. Khushilal Sharma Govt. Ayurveda College & Institute, Bhopal."

9.2 In -case of a candidate's inability to appear in person for the counseling, he / she c¢an send his / her
authorized representative with an undertaking and authority letter for allotment in Proforma 2 and-2-A along with
original documents as mentioned in proforma 01, for verification. The seat opted by the representative shall be
binding on the candidate.

9.3 The candidates or their representatives shall have to travel for the Counseling at their own cost.

9.4 Candidate or his / her representative shall not be allowed to enter the area specified for the counseling
without showing the PAHUT 2010 Examination Mark Sheet.

9.5 The candidate or his / her authorized representative without original documents, as mentioned in proforma
Ol,and along with two sets of attested photocopies of original documents shall not be eligible to participate in the
Counseling.
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9.6 The candidates or their authorized representative shall wait for their turn in the order of merit. They

all be called in small groups of 10-20 for scrutiny i.e. verification of original documents and if found eligible,

shall further be permiited for the Counseling where they shall exercise their option for allotment of any one of the

available seats which shall be final and the same shali be allotted to them and the allotment letter shall be issued
on payment of Bank Draft (As per rule- 7)

9.7 If a candidate or his/her representative due to any reasons fails to remain present on the date and time
fixed for him/her for scrutiny of the documents and counseling, then such candidate, if they report afterwards, shall
be considered for counseling at the same stage, where the counseling is in progress irrespective of his/her merit.
Further histher candidature will be considered only if the counseling of the same category is goiug on, and allotment
done earlier to other candidates on the basis of their merit shall remain unchanged. Such candidates those who are
absent or those who could not participate in the counseling due to incomplete documents shall be eligible (o
participate in subsequent counseling. ‘

9.8 In Pursuance of order passed by Hon'ble supreme court in the case of MCI vs. Madhu Singh the time
schedule for compietion of the admission process for Ayurved /Homeopathy and Unani courses has been finalised
by the Government of India. The proposed time schedule is mentioned in rule 12. All claims of a candidate therefore
who due to any reason does not opt for any course in a college available at his/her turn as per merit shall be
forfeited, however the name of such candidate can be kept in the waiting list on a written request. Such a candidate
may be considered in the subsequent counseling. ’

9.9 During the first counseling allotment of seats of Ayurved / Unani / Homoeopathy colleges shall be domne.
If a candidate has already selected a seat in counseling, in that sitaation {o appear in the next counseliing after
redepositing a new bank draft. The amount of the bank draft deposited earlier will be confiscated.

8.1 Candidate's name should be written same in all related documents i.e. mark sheet, certificates eic.

9.11 Counseling shall be done or merit cum option basis according to the category in the following sequence.

9.13 If eligible candidates are not available for admission on vacant seats in MP, FF, PH and F class of any
vy, the such vacant seats shall be made available intc OPEN [X] seats of the same category.

9.14 A candidate belonging to ST/SC/OBC category, whose name alse appear in the merit/waiting list of
urreserved category beside the merit/wmtmo fist of his/her own reserved category shall have an option during
t & &

counseling to select the seat either from reserved category or unreserved category.
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10.0 Admission.—Consequent upon a candidates allotment for a subject course and a college by Counseling
he / she shall report on the notified date and time to the Principal of the College concerned.

10.1 The admission committee consisting of Principal, two Professors and at least two teachers belonging to
reserved category shall also verify the original documents and, if found eligible shall give admission in a course
and the college allotted to the candidate.

10.2 The original documents will be returned to the candidates -only after the completion of Internship or in
any case of leaving from the seat of the course from the concerned college.

10.3 The claim of the candidate who does not join by the last date of joining/ joined and left/joined and.
remained absent for a period of continuous 15 days without prior intimation to the Head of the Institution shall be
forfeited and allotment /admission given shall be deemed to have been cancelled.

10.4 The candidates shall have to undergo TEST FOR MEDICAL FITNESS and shall be admitted only if
candidate found MEDICALLY FIT.

11.0 The academic session shall commence from 01-11-2010. Last date up to which students can be admitted against
vacancies arising due to any reason in Homoeopathy colleges is 30-10-2010 and in Ayurvedic colleges is 31-10-2010.

12.0 PROPOSED SCHEDULE FOR ADMISSION PROCESS-

1. First counseling - Dates will be published later after declaration of result.
2. Commencement of Academic - To be declared later session

3. Second Counseling - To be declared later

4. Last date up to which students - 31.10.2010

can be admitted against vacancies
arising due to any reason.

Note.—1. As given in rule No. 12 detailed programme of the counseling will be advertised in leading News
papers of the state or any change in the programme shall also be advertised in the news papers.

2. Any student identified as having obtained admission after the last date of closure of admission shall be
discharged from the course of study or any Ayurved/ Unani/ Homoeopathy qualification granted to such student
shall not be a recognized qualification for the purpose of acts of CCIM / CCH as the case 'may be.

13.0 In case the permission .of Govt. of India to increase the number of seats in any Govt. Ayurved/
Homeopathy/ Unani College is obtained befmc the commencements of counceling, the admission in such seats will
be given through counceling.

13.1 Authority.—In any case of dispute related to admission of a candidate the Commissner Director Indian
system of medicine and Homeopathy M.P. shall be the authority and his decision shall be the final to resolve the case.

14.0 Explanation of Rules.—-The State Government reserves the right to amend any rule and procedure for
admission. In case of any dispute related to the interpretation of these rules and amendments relating to them, the
decision of the State Government shall be final and binding on all concerned.

Note.—1. Memlon of number of seats for admission and name is not an indicator for availability of seats
for admission and recognition of the concerned college.
