No.—F-3-4-32-09.—WHrereas in view of growing urbanization in and around the towns in the State of Madhya
Pradesh, the Government of Madhya Pradesh finds it expedient. to frame rules to promote and regulate the growth»
of townships in and around urban areas;

Now, THEREFORE, the following draft of rules which the State ‘Government proposes to ‘make ‘in -exercise .of
the ‘powers conferred by Section 85 read with sub-section (3) of Section 24 of the Madhya Pradesh Nagar Tatha
Gram Nivesh Adhiniyam, ‘1973 (No. 23 -of 1973)-is ‘hereby published as required by sub-section (1) ‘of ‘Section 85
for -information -of all ;persons ‘likely :to ‘be affected thereby and notice is ‘hereby ‘given ‘that ‘the :said draft will be -
taken into -consideration-on ‘the -expiry -of -thirty days -from the date of publication -of :this :Notice in the Madhya
Pradesh Gazette. '

Any objection or :suggestion Wthh may be received from any person with respect to the said draft of rules .
on or before the expiry of ‘the penod specxﬁed above will be considered by the State: Govemment

DRAFT ‘OF RULES

1. Short title.— These rules may be called the Madhya Pradesh Special Project and Township (Devclopment
Regulation and ‘Control) Rules, 2010.

2. Definitions.— (1) In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires,—
(a) “Act” means the Madhya Pradesh Nagar Tatha Gram Nivesh Adhiniyam, 1973 (No. 23 of 1973),
® “developer” means a company duly incorporated under the Companies Act, 1956 (No. 1 of 1956)

or a colonizer or a society or a trust or an authority constituted under an Act which undertakes
the task .of constructing a special ‘project or:township;

(c) “on-site physical Infrastructure” means all the on-site services required for the resident population;

(d) ““on-site social Infrastructure means -all the on-site supportive amenities facﬂltatmg the resident
populatmn

'(e) “special project and township” .means an integrated development of -a contiguous .parcel of land

which contains within itself requisite on-site physical -and social infrastructure, ‘with access to main
town and fulflls all conditions laid down under these rulés.

(2) All other terms used in these rules shall have the same meaning as assigned to them under the Act and
the Madhya Pradesh. Bhumi’Vikas Rules, 1984.

3. Applicability.— These rules shall be applicable to any land situated in the entire State of Madhya Pradesh:

Provided that -where ‘they apply to a land situated in Planning area as notified under section 13 (1) of the
Act, the provisions of ‘these rules. shall supersede the rules applicable for the planning area, as far as they are in
conflict with these rules, and in case the land situated out side planning area, these rules shall apply to such area
out side planning area as -may be specified under section 24 (3) of the Act.

4. Area Requirement.— The minimum area required for these rules to be applicable shall be as laid down
in the Schedule appended to these rules and may be amended from time to time by the State ‘Government, and on

demand by the developer, the ‘State Government may allot the government land as per rules to the developer ‘subject
to the :maximum restriction laid.down :in the ‘Schedule :

“Provided ‘that the:Government land may not be allotted to the developer, if —

i) ‘the land is required by a department of the Central or State Government for a definite public
purpose; ‘ '

(i1) the land is earmarked for a city level green area;
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(iii) the authority under whose jurisdiction the land lies, has a valid reason for non-allotment of the
land to the developer and the State Government concurs with the reasons;

(iv) »  for any other valid-and exceptional reasons that the Government may deem fit:

Provided further that in the event the Government finds it undesirable to allot the government. land to the
developer, the developer shall be duty bound to provide access to the said government land through his own property,
if so required and directed by the competent authority. .

5. Special concession.— (1) The land use of special project/township shall be as per the layout plan of the
project approved by the Competent Authority under sub-rule (4) of rule 6, and the developer shall not have the
freedom to realign the proposed roads of the city development plan/Master Plan or an existing road, having a width
of 18m and above, but may realign roads below 18m in consultation with the Director, Town and Country Planning,
within the township on the cost of developer.

(2) The dwelling units /plots, constructed/ developed for EWS (econom1cally weaker: section) shall be exempted
- from.registration charges:

(3) Any Government land failing under township area may be leased out to the developer at the prevailing
guideline rate or rates fixed by. the District Collector in case guideline rates are not available to the extent as specified
in Schedule-A. :

(4) There shall be no ceiting limit for holding agriculture land to be purchased by the owner/developer for
such project.because the land' will ‘be diverted for the purpose of establishment of Special Township and Krishi Jot
Uchattam Seema Adhiniyam1960. is not apphcable on dlverted lands hence this provision shall not be applicable
on such lands.

6. Procedure for clearance of a special project and township project.—(1) Application for-development
of a special project and township shall be made in Form 1 to the Director, Town and Country Planning and copy
of the same shall also be submitted to the jurisdictional district office of the Town and Country Planning, and the
application shall be accompanied by a project report outlining the category and nature of the project, site plan of
the area proposed to be developed indicating the area reserved for various land uses, planning norms. adopted, an
indicative ‘plan of the built up areas proposed on the land, the kinds of structures to be built and their area and. the
proposed. phases of development-indicating on layout, and it will also be -essential that at the time of submission
of the application, ‘the developer should have at least 80% of ownership of* the contiguous land: over. which. he
intends to set up the township:

Provided that if there is Government land inside the township for the allotment of which the developer has
applied, ownershlp records for the same shall not be required and if the Government land is allotted to the developer
- a copy-of the allotment order of the said land issued by the competent authority-shall be annexed:

k (2) The Director shall ‘scrutinize the proposal and shall, if it is found. as per the provisions specified -under
these rules, forward the same to the State Government within a peuod of 30 days from the date of receipt of
the. proposal: :

Provided that if the Director fails to forward the complete proposal. within 60 dziys to the State: Government,
the applicant shall be free to approach the State Government, in which case the State Government shall be free to
issue necessary directions to the Director for disposal of the case in a.specified tlme perlod

(3). On receipt of the proposal from the Director; the State Government shall after further scrutiny as may be
required, approve the proposal as soon as possible for setting up of the special-township and intimate the approval
with a copy of the approved site plan of the township to the applicant, the Director and the district office under
the jurisdiction of which the land falls. :

(4) Upon approval of the proposal, the applicant shall submit an application in Form 2 along with a detailed
layout plan for each land use in the entire land of the project to the office of the Director, Town and Country
Planning and the Director shall approve the layout plan: within: 15 days of receipt of the- application failing which
the applicant shall be free to approach the State Government whxch shall 1ssue necessaxy dxrectlons to the Director

for approval of the case : : ‘ ‘
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Provided that the detailed layout plan submitted by the developer shall be in broad agreement to the original
tand use plan approved earlier by the Government under rule 6 (3) and in case of any deviation the reason for
such deviation shall have to be explained and only if the reasons is found appropriate and the percentage of land
designated under the different land uses is as per the approval granted by the State Government earlier under sub-
rule (3), the Director shall sanction the layout plan of the township and accord approval in Form 3:

Provided further that the Director may permit the break up of the township project into a maximum of three phases -
but the layout of the second phase shall be approved at the commencement of the first phase:

Provided also that while breaking up the project into phases, the Director shall ensure that adequate mix of
all land uses to be developed in the township including economically weaker section housing, is provided in each
phase, and approval of the layout plan of a particular phase for Special Township shall be. given for a period of
seven yeas, and development of a single phase of the township must be completed within a maximum of seven
years from the date of approval of the layout by the Director, failing which the Director shall be hee to proceed
against the developer as per provisions in sub-rule (4) of rule 7.

(5) The Competent Authority under these rules for sanctioning layouts of special townships shall be the
Director, Town and Country Planning and The jurisdiction of local authorities under any other Act shall not apply
to such cases except for granting building permission before actual construction and requirement of a no objection
certificate from them at the time of application by the developer, and statutory clearance from relevant departments/
authorities shall have to be obtained by the developer.

(6) Upon completion of the development of the township, the developer shall have to submit a completion
report in Form 4 upon which a completion certificate shall be issued by the competent authority in Form 5 after
due inspection and the period for operation and maintenance shall be conducted from the date of issue of the
completmn certificate. .

7. General provisions.— (1) All on-site physical infrastructure shall be maintained by the developer for a
period of 5 years which shall be the operation and maintenance period afier the issue of completion certificate
from the competent authority, and the entire township should have an approach road not less than 30.0 meters
wide.

{(2) On site social infrastructure of resident amenities shall be developed by the developer and shall be disposed
for the same purpose, and use of the plots reserved for school, nursing home. community hall club etc. shall not
be changed, and community parking space gardens shall be handed over to resident welfare associations or social
bodies, as the case may be along with the deposits which have been taken from the beneficiaries on account of
maintenance, and they shall be responsible for operation and maintenance after exit of developer.

(3) It would be obligatory on the part of the developer. firstly to provide for basic infrastructure in the phase
under construction and as such no permission for sale of plots/flats shall be allowed by the Director, Town. and
Country Planning unless the basic infrastructure of the ongoing phase is completed by the developer to the
satisfaction of the Director, Town and Country Planning, and the developer shall have .to mortgage 25% of total
plots and houses of each phase inside municipal area within municipal authority and outside municipal area with
the Government which shall be released and permission for sell of all developed property shall be issued only
after the Director has issued the completion certificate after bemg satisfied that the development work is complete
in all respects.

(4) If the dcvdoou does not complete the development work of the phase within a period of 7 years from
sanction of the layout of the phase of the project, the concerning local authority shall be empowered to auction

the mmtgaocd plots and houses and utilize the money for completing the development work with the money received.

(5) No. development whatsoeven whether by filling or otherwise shall be carried within the no-development
zones like green belt ete. as prescribed in the Master Plan for the applicable area of which the township is a part
and along water courses such as nullahs, canals, lakes, rivers and other water bodies, however, pedestrian pathways
and bicycle tracks may be permitted by the competent authority.

(6) If a water course passes through a low lying land without any well defined bank, the developer may be
permitted. to re-direct the water courses to an alignment and.cross section determined by the authority concerned.
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(7) Access to master plan roads/existing roads by residents outside the township should be maintained at all
times. ‘ .

8. Special provisions for townships.—(1) The township project has to be an integrated township project
incorporating all the prescribed land uses as approved by the Government as per the category of the t6wnship and
the overall planning of the special townships shall be such that the project shall meet with the specifications spelt -
out in the prevailing planning standards and the norms shall be as per the prevailing master plan of the area or
the nearest area or the Madhya Pradesh Bhumi Vikas Rules, 1984 -except for those specifically mentioned in
these rules. ‘ s

(2) The floor area ratio of entire gross area of the township excluding the area of forest and water bodies
like river, pond etc. shall be 1: 1.0 and if any question or dispute arises with regard to interpretation of any' of
these provisions, the matter shall be referred to the State Government, which  after considering the matter and, if
necessary, after giving hearing to the parties shall give a decision on the interpretation -of the provisions, and the
“decision of the Government on the interpretation of these provisions shall be final and binding on all concerned.

(3) The residential area should be well defined in clusters, apartments or neighborhoods or.-in plotted
development with proper road grid and out of the total floor area proposed to be utilized for residential development, .
provision for housing for the economically weaker sections shall be at least 15% of the total floor area ratio under
residential use.- ' S ' ' e ‘

(4) The developer shall be responsible for providing the required water supply from the source to the residents
and the developer shall be required to develop the storage point for drinking water such as a. water reservoir for
meeting the water requirement of 140 liters per capita per day exclusive of requirement of water for fire fighting,
gardening, vehicle washing etc. and the storage capacity of the same shall be at least 1.5 times of the,'actual required
quantity as determined by the projected population (resident and floating) and the required water supply may be
obtained from the respective Municipal Corporation/Local Authority, however, in the event that the local authority
is unable to provide water to the township, it shall be the duty of the developer to develop the source himself and
the developer. would ‘be réquired to develop proper internal distribution and maintenance system and shall

“compulsorily undertake rainwater harvesting within the township, and water supply in the township should incorporate
separate lines - one for non-drinking purposes and the other for supplying potable water and all non-residential
buildings having a discharge of over 10,000 liters a.day should incorporate a wastewater recycling system and the -
capacity of the recycling plants should be equal to or more than the water in flow requirements so_that it may be
possible to treat major part of the discharge except that from toilets and kitchens and the norms of the National .
Building Code, Part-IX Plumbing Services Section-II shall apply. ~ : ' T

(5) The developer shall make adequate and environment friendly arrangements for the disposal and treatment
of sewage and solid waste as per the norms of the Madhya Pradesh Pollution Control Board and Central Public
Health Engineering Environment Organization and in accordance with provisions of the Environment (Protection)
Act, 1986 (No. 29 of 1986), and in case the township falls Within the jurisdiction of a Municipal .Corporation/
Local Authority, the developer shall co-ordinate/synchronize the disposal and treatment of sewage and solid waste
with the Municipal Corporation/Local Authority and recycling of properly treated sewage water for gardening and
other non-drinking purposes will be compulsory. ‘ ' ‘

(6) The developer shall adopt a bio-degradation system for disposal of bio-degradable waste and the National
Building Code; Part-IX Plumbing Services Section-II shall apply in this regard.

(7) The developer shall ensure continuous power supply to the township area as per norms fixed by concerning
Electricity Development Company Limited, and the public sector enterprises or joint venture promoted by the
developer can establish independent power producers with the consent of Madhya Pradesh Pollution Control Board.
Captive generation of electricity and its transmission, distribution and trade in urban areas is provided ‘in, Section
9 and sect.12 of Electricity Act 2003. According to which ho person shall do business related to generation
transmission, and trade of electricity till he is authorized to do so by a license issued under Section 14 or he is
exempted to do so under Section 13. If the township is to be developed in rural areas, the license for distribution
shall not be required as per the notification no. 2010- F 13-05 Terah-06 dated 25 March 2006. The provisions of
Section 53 of Electricity Act 2003 shall be applicable in all the cases. The developer shall on his own construct
substation and necessary lines. The developer may get energy from the existing supply system and the expenses to
extend the supply to the township shall be borne by the developer : : ‘
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Provided that at the time of submission of the layout of the township for clearance in the Office of the Director,
Town and Country Planning, the developer shall be required to submit an electric supply plan certified and issued
by the office of the Electricity Distribution company which shall contain the details of the route the supply line
will take from the supply point to the fringes of the township and the distribution network within the township.

(8) Comprehensive educational facilities should be prov1ded as peI the p1ov1810ns of the Madhya Pradesh
Bhumi Vikas Rules, 1984.

(9) A minimum of 2% of total floor area ratio of commercial area shall be for office spaces and sufficient
provision should be made for informal commercial activities like hawkers, the thelas etc. inside commercial areas
and provisions for construction shall be as per the Madhya Pradesh Bhumi Vikas Rules, 1984.

(10) At least 20% of the township area should be left as open green area and tlns should be developed as

parks/ gardens/playgrounds etc. with proper landscaping, and at least 25% of the green area should be under cover

of high growing variety, woody and shaded-trees, and in addition, eco friendly practices like solar water heating/
street lighting for the township shall be installed as per prevailing rules and pohcy of the Government.

(11) The entire area of township shall be knitted with road patteln taking into consideration the linkages
with existing roads within the township and the outside area as well and adequate space should be earma1ked for
setting up commumcaﬂon towers.

(12) Parking shallf be provided as mentioned below,—

(a) (1) The spaces to be left out for off-street parking as given in clause (b) to (1) shall be in addition
to the open spaces left out for lighting the ventilation purposes as given in rule 80 of the Madhya
Pradesh Bhumi Vikas Rules, 1984, however one row of car parking may be p1ov1ded in the front
open. space of 12 metels “without leducmg the clear vehlculal access way to less than 6 meters.

(ii) Fu1thex 50 percent of the open spaces required under rule 55 of the Madhya Pradesh Bhuri
Vlkas Rules, 1984 around buﬂdmgs may be allowed to be utilized for parking or loading or
unloadmg spaces, provided that minimum distance of 3.6 metels axound the bulldlng shall be kept
free from any palkmg, loading or unloadmg spaces

(b) - Each off-street parking space provided for motor vehicles (cm) shall not be less than 13.75 squme
meters area, and for scooters and cycles the parking spaces p10v1ded shall not be less than’ 125
square meters and 1. 00 square meters Iespecnvely

(©) ~For buildings of different' occupancies; off—sueet parking spaces f01 vehlcle shall be plOVlded as

Other type of vehicles.— For non-residential building, in addition to the parking areas provided
above, 25 to 50 percent additional parking space shall be provided for parking other types of
vehicles and the additional spaces required for other vehicles shall be as decided by the Authority,
keeping in the nature of traffic generated in the city.

Off-street parking spaces shall be provided ‘with :adequate vehicular access ‘to street and the area
of drives, aisles and such other provisions required for adequate maneuvering of vehicles shall be
exclusive of the pAlkmg space stipulated in these rules.

If the total parking space required by these rules is provided by a group of property. owners. for
their mutual benefits, such use of this space may be construed as meeting the off-street parkmg
reqturements under these rules subject to the approval of the Authority.

In addition to the parking spaces provided for buildings of Mercantile (commercial), industrial and
storage, at the rate of one such space of 3.5 meters X 7.5 meters for loading and unloading
activities, for each 1000 square meters of floor area or fraction thereof shall be provided:

Parking spaces shall be paved and clearly marked for different types of vehicles.

In the case of parking spaces providedA in basements at least two ramps of adequate width and
slope shall be provided preferably at opposite ends.

9. Fees and Charges.—(1) 'Ihe developer shall have to pay the following amounts to the authorities for the

following:—

{©) V Land Diversion Fees shall be paid along with the application for approval of layout (Form 2)

and shall be as per the rate fixed by the Revenue Authority and the amount shall have to be paid
by challan in the relevant sub head and the copy of challan be submitted along with the Form
and the onus of depositing the correct amount shall be on the developer and the amount shall be
verified by the Director, Town and Country Planning from the Revenue authorities.

(d) Colony development charges shall be paid In the account of the local aughority in whose area/
Jurisdiction the proposed township lies as per the prevalent rates and a copy of the receipt shall
be submitted in the office of the Director along with the application Form 2.

10. Power of meodifications.—(1) The State Government shall have the power to modify the layout of the
townshlp approved by the Director upon apphcatron by the developer in exceptional circumstances and if the need
arises.

@ Such modiﬁcation shall be possible only once for each phase.

(3) No mod1f1cat10n shall be permitted in the basrc category -of the township or in the various percentages of
land uses fixed i in the orrgmal site plan.

(4) Any application for such modification shall be accompanies with a fees which shall be twice of the amount
‘mentioned in clause (a) of sub-rule (1) of Rule 9 for only the area for which modificaitons is sought.
