powers conferred by Section 59 of the Prisons Act, 1894
(No. 9 of 1894), the State Government, hereby, makes
the following amendments in the Madhya Pradesh Prisons
Rules, 1968; namely :— :

AMENDMENTS
in the said rules, —

L. After rule 198, the following new rule shall be
inserted, namely:—

“ 199-—Establishment of Jail Circles and
Inspection of Jails.—There will be 11
Jail Circles in the State, namely; Jabalpur,
Seoni, Narsinghpur, Sagar, Bhopal, Datia,
Gwalior, Rewa, Satna, Ujjain and Indore.
The Government may, however, increase
or decrease the number of Jail Circles.
The jails to be included in each jail circle
shall be determined by the Government.
The Jail Superintendents of Jail Circle
Headquarters shall be responsible for
inspection of the jails in their Circles. They
shall also search the jails while making
inspection of the jail as per inspection
roster. They shall send the inspection
reports to the Jail Headquarter and the Jail
Department ”.

2. For rule 200, the follow'ing rule shall be
substituted, namely:—

“ 200—Appointment, Promotion and Transfer
of Warders.~—Jail Superintendent of the
Jail Circle Headquarter shall make
appointment and promotion of the
Warders. Transfer of Warders shall be
made as per State Transfer Policy .

3. For rule 211, the following rule shall be
substituted, namely:—

“ 21i—Promotion of Head Warders.—The
promotion of Head Warders shall be made
from Warders after selection by the
Promotion Committee constituted as per
Schedule-IV and according to seniority-
cum-merit under Rule-15 of the Madhya
Pradesh Class- IH (Ministerial & Non
Ministerial) Jail Service Recruitment
Rules. 1974 >,
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
