4.1.2 The candidate must have passed 10+2 or two years intermediate or equivalent course
thereof with Science subjects (i.e.) Physics, Chemistry and Biology from a recognized
board/Indian university or Pre-University/Intermediate Board. |

equivalent w1th not less than 50 percent marks in English, Physics, Chemistry and
Biology taken together.
4.1.4 Reservation of seats will be as per Government norms.

prescribed by the Statutory Body/Competent Authority.
