No. F 15-12/ 2020/ X-2 :: In exercise of the powers conferred by sub section (2)(a) of section 26

-and clause {d) of section 76 of the indian Forest Act, 1927 (16 of 1927) the State Government,

hereby, makes the following rules for filming in Reserved and Protected forests, namely :-

RULES

1. Short title, extent and commencement. -

(1) These rules may be called the Madhya'Pradesh Forests Filming Rules, 2020.

(2) They shall apply to all Reserved and Protected Forests and forest campuses in the
entire state of Madhya Pradesh except in Sanctuaries, National Parks and Tigef
Reserves notified under the Wildlife {Protection) Act, 1972.

(3) They shall come into Force from the date of their publication in the Madhya Pradesh

- Gazette.

2. Definitions. - In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires,-

(a) "Act" means Indian Forest Act, 1927 (XVI of 1927);

(b) "Cameraman" means a person in whose name the permit for filmin'g has been issued.

(c) "Filming" means still photography, movie or any other kind of film making.

(d) "Reserved Forest" and "Protected Forest" will have the same meaning as defined in
the Act but does not include any part of Tiger Reserves, National Parks or Sanctuaries;

3. The permit for filming in Reserved and Protected Forests shall be issued by Divisional

Forest Officer of that area or an officer authorized by the State Government under the

conditions as described in rule 15.
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4. Application for issuance of permit for filming in Reserved and Protected Forests shall be
submitted either in writing or online in the office of Divisional Forest Officer of the area
or in the office of the Chief Executive Officer, Madhya Pradesh Eco-tourism Development

Board.
5. Permit for filming will be issued only for the purpose for which the applicant has applied.
6. Permit will be issued in the name of cameraman, the applicable fee shall be according to

the following table: —

7. - The fee for the entire duration of filming shall be payable in advance. The counting of
days will be from 00:00 hrs to 24:00 hrs.
8. A crew shall also be permitted with the cameraman as per the list submitted with the
application. No separate fee shall be charged for such crew,
9, One representative staff of the Divisional Forest Officer shall mandatorily accompany the
filming crew.

10. Violation of any of the conditions of the permit or instructions issued by the Divisional
Forest Officer by any member of the filming crew including drivers will invite action under
the Act and the permit may be cancelled fully or partly for the rest of the duration of the
permit by the officer authorized to issue the permit. _

11.  The power to revise the rates in Table—l under rule 6 vests with the State Government,
Forest Department.

12.  The fee for filming may be paid online or offline.

13.  The fee received in offline mode shall be deposited in treasury under the revenue head
0406-103 (Receipt from Environmental Forestry) — 800 (Other Receipts) within 7 days

from the date of receipt of fee.

14, The online fee may be deposited by visiting the portal of Cyber Treasury — M.P. treasury
and clicking the tab of other department and selecting Forest Department and then
depositing the fee in the head 0406-01-800-0000-Other Receipt, the receipt of which
shall be presented to the authorized officer.

15. General Conditions to Issue Permit.

(1) No damage shall be done to any forest property or wildlife during filming.

(2) No permanent construction shall be done in the forest areas.

{3) The names of the forest areas shown in the fiim shaii be displayed.

(4) No garbage etc. shall be littered in the forest area.

(5) The use of electricity or any kind of explosive or inflammable material is strictly
prohibited in the forest area. _

(6) The government property shall not be damaged. In case of any loss or damage, the
permit holder shall be liable to pay the amount of such damage apart from any legal
action taken against him.

{7) Filming may be done only in places for which the permit has been issued.

(8) The Department shall not be liable for any accidental loss of life or property during

filming.
{9) The permit issuing officer may impose any other condition(s) as he may deem fit for
the purpose of security. :
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
